Regular Council Meeting – May 5, 2011
Mayor Thomas L. Hardesty called the regular council meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. with the following council members present:  Alan Matthews, Mike Zoeller, Donna Eaton, Shane Suttor and Frank Page.  Absent:  Jon Swindler.

City employees present:  Jennifer Herrell, Judy Smith, Willard Tucker, Inez Harris, Gary Kuhlman, Danny Goodwin, Jeff Schank, Terry Putnam, and Robert Schutte.
City Attorney:  Frank Chuppe.

Councilmember Eaton gave the invocation.

All present pledged allegiance to the flag.

Minutes/Special Called Meeting April 19, 2011

Councilmember Suttor moved to approve the minutes of the Special Called Meeting April 19, 2011 as read by council members prior to the meeting.  Seconded by Councilmember Matthews.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.

K.A.C.P. Presentation – Michael Bischoff

Michael Bischoff, Executive Director, with the Kentucky Association of Chiefs of Police made a presentation to Police Chief Robert Schutte awarding the Shelbyville Police Department its first certificate of accreditation.  The certificate is good for 5 years. Mr. Bischoff reported the accreditation program started in 1991 in Kentucky.  It is a voluntary program and its steps are laborious.  There are 167 standards that have to be met.  The Shelbyville Police Department worked very hard and met all requirements.

Chief Schutte reported what the department as a whole brought into the project.  It was a lengthy process.  There were changes that had to be implemented in the property room.  The entire department is to be commended for this achievement.

Mayor Hardesty presented Gregory J. Mitchell with an Ambassador’s Award for helping the Shelbyville Police Department achieve its accreditation.  Mr. Mitchell is a retire officer who has assisted other departments in achieving accreditation status.

Resolution/Authorizing Mayor Hardesty to enter into an agreement with the Kentucky Transportation Cabinet

Councilmember Zoeller moved to authorize Mayor Hardesty to amend an agreement with the Kentucky Transportation Cabinet and the City of Shelbyville on the Smithfield Road Sidewalk Project dated November 30, 2006.  This amendment extends the agreement until June 30, 2012 to allow the City of Shelbyville to submit all documentation for payment of $24,000.  It was seconded by Councilmember Page.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.

2011 Budget Message – Mayor Hardesty

Mayor Hardesty thanked all city employees who helped with the preparation of this year’s budget.  The City of Shelbyville will stay within budget.  We will continue to keep recruitment of new businesses and industries a top priority.  The number one priority will be public safety.  We will continue to concentrate on our Police, Fire, Public Works and Code Enforcement Department.  Next, we will continue to support the Administration, the park system, Shelby Development Corporation, and Historic District Commission.  We will be making some recreational investments in Weissinger Hills Golf Course, Settle Gym, and Daniel Field.  The Capital Expenditures we will be making are police cars (rotate the fleet), zero turn mower, small truck for the fire department, new police garage, and some equipment for buildings.  We will pave streets and will continue to fund community projects in the city.  We have bond payments on the police building, Weissinger Hills Golf Course, and at Clear Creek Park.  We had a big increase in our retirement and health insurance.  
We will look for innovative ways to raise money and to hold expenses. The city council and I take seriously the job of watching the citizen’s money and allocating expenses.

 2011-2012 Budget – 1st Reading – Judith Smith
Judith Smith, Office Administrator, presented the 2011-2012 budget estimating revenues, resources and appropriating funds for the operation of city government.

It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Zoeller.  Seconded by Councilmember Suttor. 

Department Reports

Jennifer Herrell, City Engineer/Superintendent of Public Works, reported some streets had to be closed due to flooding.  There was no loss of property.  During the recent clean-up, 300 residents took advantage of the program.  We filled a total of 8 dumpsters.  We had a booth at Red Orchard Park for Earth Day.  
Eileen Collins, Executive Director, SDC, reported all the Executive Directors were involved with the Kentucky Association of Economic Development. The Kentucky Association of County Treasurers toured downtown during their conference.  There was a presentation for merchants on “Does My Small Business Need a Website” by Liza Hartman.  This was not a sales pitch but a very frank discussion. The first street party concert will be next week.  Everyone is invited to attend.  

Shelly Goodwin, Executive Director, Shelby Chamber of Commerce, reported they are in the final stages of putting together ad sales and information for a new Quality of Life Magazine.  This is used for relocation information.  This will also be on our website.  They will continue with the business after hours every month. 
Police Chief Robert Schutte reported Officer Bruce Gentry has been deployed to Western Kentucky to help with flood control.  Also in June, he will be deployed to the Middle East for a year.  The Bike Rodeo will be May 21st at First Baptist Church from 9 a.m. to 1 p.m.
Fire Chief Willard Tucker reported the rain has put some of their training behind schedule. He has a plumbing issue going on at Station 1.  All the staff showed up to help with the problem.  There will be some renovation involved with the problem. 
 Mayor’s Report
Mayor Hardesty thanked all the departments working during the significant rain we’ve had in the last few weeks. He attended a meeting at the North Central District Health Department where the Shelby County Emergency Management is working to put together plans in case of an emergency.  We want to be prepared in case of any type of disaster.  Lake Shelby Fish Fry’s will start May 20th for the summer.  We want to remember Fred Ruble, former Shelby County Sheriff, who died this week.
