Ordinance No. 2011-08-25 – An Ordinance of the City of Shelbyville Levying Annual Assessment for the Clear Creek Subdivision Public Improvement Bonds – 2nd Reading – Frank Chuppe

Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville levying the annual assessment for the Clear Creek Subdivision Public Improvement Bonds.  The amount per lot for 2012 is $2,069.42.

It was introduced for second reading by Councilmember Zoeller.  Seconded by Councilmember Swindler.

Department Reports
Eilene Collins, Shelby Development Corporation, extended a thank you to everyone who participated in the Shelbyville Horse Show.  On September 16th there will be a street party concert and on September 17th there will be a street party concert and car show.

Mary Smith, Personnel Administrator, reported the city has hired a new Part-time Administrative Assistant for the Fire Department.  Her name is Theresa Augustine.  The Employee Banquet will be held on September 29, 2011 at 6:30 p.m.

Jennifer Herrell, City Engineer/Public Works Superintendent, stated Public Works is extremely busy.  The bid notice for street re-surfacing has been published in the paper.  Streets being resurfaced are as follows:  Midland Blvd. down to Baker Dr., Baker Drive, Old Mill Road, Kentucky Street, Union Street, Rose Street, Second Street, and Plantation Drive.  The city has applied for a grant for sidewalks on Warriors Way.  Work on the tunnel is complete.  The generator has been installed at Settle Gym.  It was funded by a grant and the city paid 7% of the cost and FEMA paid the balance.  Public Works is still working on the new police garage.  Tom Wright and William Potts have been working on the wetland project at Public Works.  Volunteers will be needed for planting plants when project is ready.  Twenty-seven (27) sidewalks have been completed out of 192.
Bryan Slone, Weissinger Hills Golf Course, stated business as usual.  The APWA Golf Scramble will be held on August 26, 2011.  The National Guard Golf Tournament will be held on September 12, 2011.

Robert Schutte, Police Chief, reported the Police Department would like to thank Public Works for all their hard work on the police garage.  A suspect from Columbus, OH was arrested on August 23, 2011 in Shelbyville.  The Kentucky League of Cities simulator is now located in the training room at the Police Department.  Accidents were down by 20% from this time last year.  A shooting incident occurred on August 25, 2011 involving a juvenile female.
