Proclamation – National Assisted Living Week September 11-17, 2011
Mayor Hardesty presented Donna Farmer with the Masonic Home of Shelbyville with a Proclamation declaring the week of September 11-17, 2011, as National Assisted Living Week in the City of Shelbyville.
Presentation – Elaina Burks, Diabetes Coalition
Ms. Burks works with the KIPDA Rural Diabetes Coalition.  They are raising awareness of diabetes in the Shelby County area.  The coalition has applied for a grant to assist the citizens of Shelbyville with Diabetes.
Several citizens spoke on the effects Diabetes has had on their lives and how they manage the disease.
