Ordinance No. 2011-11-03/Modifying the Sewer Use Ordinance at Chapter 31 of the Shelbyville Code of Ordinances (language change only) – 2nd Reading - Frank Chuppe

Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville modifying the language in Chapter 31 of the Shelbyville Code of Ordinances.  These language changes are required by the EPA and the Kentucky Division of Water for the Sewer Use Ordinance.

Ordinance – Enacting and Adopting a Supplement to the Code of Ordinances of the City of Shelbyville – 1st Reading – Frank Chuppe

Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville whereas American Legal Publishing Corp. of Cincinnati, OH has completed the 2011 S-14 Supplement to the Code of Ordinances.

It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Suttor.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

Ordinance – Amending the Penalty for Failing to file Occupational License Returns – 1st Reading – Frank Chuppe

Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance amending the penalty for failing to file a return or pay the tax or fee required in Chapter 60 by the time required.  Failure to file a return by the time prescribed shall result in a $500 fine and a penalty in the amount of 5% due for each calendar month or fraction thereof.

It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Matthews.  Seconded by Councilmember Swindler.

Jennifer Herrell, City Engineer/Superintendent of Public Works, reminded everyone of the surplus auction at Public Works on November 19, 2011.  They are busy getting ready for Light up Shelbyville.
Eilene Collins, Executive Director, Shelby Development Corporation, reported October was a busy month.  Her assistant, Joanna Miller, has left.

Katie Fussenegger, Shelby County Tourism, reported Shelby County is featured in the Kentucky Monthly Travel Magazine.  Shelby County is listed as one of twenty-six must visit attractions in Kentucky.
Bryan Slone, Golf Pro, reported season passes are coming in.  There will be no rate increase next year.  The ongoing project right now is replanting 60 bushes.
