Minutes/November 3, 2011
Councilmember Matthews moved to approve the minutes of the meeting of November 3, 2011 as read by council members prior to the meeting.  Seconded by Councilmember Page.
All voted “aye” and motion carried.
Ordinance #2011-11-17 – Enacting and Adopting a Supplement to the Code of Ordinances of the City of Shelbyville – 2nd Reading – Frank Chuppe

Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville whereas American Legal Publishing Corp. of Cincinnati, OH has completed the 2011 S-14 Supplement to the Code of Ordinances.

It was introduced for second reading by Councilmember Suttor.  Seconded by Councilmember Swindler.
Upon roll call, the following council members voted “aye”: Matthews, Zoeller, Eaton, Suttor, Swindler, and Page.

Ordinance #2011-11-17(A) – Amending the Penalty for failing to file Occupational License Returns – 2nd Reading – Frank Chuppe

Frank Chuppe, City Attorney, read a summary of the ordinance amending the penalty for failing to file a return or pay the tax or fee required in Chapter 60 by the time required.  Failure to file a return by the time prescribed shall result in a $500 fine and a penalty in the amount of 5% due for each calendar month or fraction thereof.

It was introduced for second reading by Councilmember Zoller.  Seconded by Councilmember Suttor.
Upon roll call, the following council members voted “aye”:  Page, Swindler, Suttor, Eaton, Zoeller, and Matthews.

Hi-Point Village Phase I Property
Bart Baldwin, Hi-Point Resident, addressed council concerning the Hi-Point Assessment.  He voiced concern over the increased amount the 53 homeowners are assessed.  He asked that the current assessment of $2069 be reduced to $1,600.  He expressed concern about paying the increase of $469.00.

He asked if the city attorney could talk to the Bank of New York Mellon to see if the deficit can be set aside to give the city time to pursue in court those who are delinquent.

Mayor Hardesty expressed concern for the homeowners over the assessment.  He let the homeowners know the city is obligated to collect the funds.  We cannot use city funds to pay the bond off.

We did send a letter to the delinquent homeowners giving them 10 days to pay the assessment or the city will take the matter to court.

City Attorney Frank Chuppe will send a letter to the Bank of New York Mellon addressing the deficit of the bond.
Department Reports
Jennifer Herrell, City Engineer/Superintendent of Public Works, reported the street paving will be completed within a week.  The police garage is coming along.  We are looking at the parking in the downtown area.  We will be putting up 2 hour parking signs on some streets.
Police Chief Robert Schutte reported Celebration of Lights went smooth.  It has been a pleasure working with Jennifer Herrell and Tom Wright at Public Works on the Police Garage and the Surplus Auction.

Mayor’s Report
Mayor Hardesty reported the crowd this year was the largest crowd at Celebration of Lights.  City employees had CPR and First Aid training this week.  The Christmas Parade is December 3, 2011 at 10:00 a.m.
