Minutes/January 5, 2012

Ordinance/Correcting Errors in the Pay Scale Ordinance for the City of Shelbyville Firefighters – 1st Reading – Steven Gregory

Bryan Slone, Golf Pro/Manager, reported the deadline for season passes is February 1, 2012.  He has received a good response.  The number of rounds this year is 400 compared to 173 this time last year.

Mayor’s Report
Mayor Hardesty reported there was a major water main break at 11th and Main Streets.  The Water Company was assisted by the KY Transportation Cabinet and Public Works.
