Minutes/January 19, 2012

2010-2011 Audit – Matthew Huelsman, CPA, Richardson, Pennington, and Skinner
Mr. Huelsman presented the 2010-2011 audit to the city officials.  The city is in good financial standing.
Councilmember Zoeller moved to approve the audit of 2010-2011.  Seconded by Councilmember Suttor.

Ordinance No. 2012-02-02 – Correcting Errors in the Pay Scale Ordinance for the City of Shelbyville Firefighters – 2nd Reading – Steven Gregory

Steven Gregory, City Attorney, read the summary of an ordinance correcting errors in the pay scale ordinance for the City of Shelbyville Firefighters.  The correct hours should be 2,912 not 2,080 as stated in Ordinance No. 2011-12-15(A).

Councilmember Page introduced it for second reading.  Seconded by Councilmember Swindler.

Ordinance/Amending a Prior Annexation Ordinance and Annexing Property owned by Donald Hamilton, Inc. and Rogers Investment Realty, LLC to the City of Shelbyville – 1st Reading

Steven Gregory, City Attorney, read an ordinance amending a prior annexation on property located at 1857 Midland Trail into the City of Shelbyville.  The Secretary of State’s Office has requested the property description in Ordinance #2011-04-21 be amended to reflect same description format as in the plat of the annexed property.
It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Matthews.  Seconded by Councilmember Suttor.

Ordinance/Annexing Property Owned by CSX Transportation, Inc. and Property Owned by Allen Ruble, Alana Ruble, George T. Ruble III, and Jewell Ruble to the City of Shelbyville – 1st Reading

Steven Gregory, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville annexing property owned by Allen Ruble, Alana Ruble, George T. Ruble III, and Jewell Ruble along with property owned by CSX Transportation, Inc. is contiguous to the City of Shelbyville.  This property is not included within the bounds of any other incorporated city and the owners have consented to be annexed into the city limits of Shelbyville.

It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Swindler.  Seconded by Councilmember Matthews.

Ordinance/Amending Chapter 51 of the Shelbyville Code of Ordinances Relating to Processing of Dead Animals and Fowl – 1st Reading – Steven Gregory

Steven Gregory, City Attorney, read an ordinance amending Chapter 51 relating to animals to include 51.007 processing of dead animals and fowl. (A) No person shall butcher, dismember or dress any dead animals or fowl so as to unreasonably expose such acts to the view of the public.  (B) No person shall perform any act or acts as may be permitted by this section without disposing of all animal remains and waste in a sanitary manner.

It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Matthews.  Seconded by Councilmember Eaton.

Public Comments

Mr. Carl Meyer, Brassfield Subdivision, addressed council regarding Insight.  Since the city has a franchise with the cable company, he wanted to obtain a copy of their rate structure.  The local office did not have a copy.  Mayor Hardesty will give him a name and phone number to call.
Department Reports

Jennifer Herrell, City Engineer/Public Works Director, reported working on the MS4 Stormwater Program.  Part of the program is to stop illicit storm water drainage.  The Public Works Committee will work with her to create a design for marking and a way to get them installed around the city. 
Willard Tucker, Fire Chief, reported the benefit for Jesse Landers family netted $17,600.  Thanks to the community for their support.  Congratulations to Rickie Floyd on his retirement.
