Public Hearing – May 15, 2012
 
 
The public hearing for the City of Shelbyville Blue Gables CDBG Building Project was held Tuesday, May 15, 2012 at 5:00 p.m. at the Shelbyville City Hall.  The Honorable Mayor Hardesty called the meeting to order and turned the hearing over to Felicia Harper representing KIPDA.
Ms. Harper explained that the purpose of the hearing was to give a description of the proposed project, to review the CDBG program, to explain the application process and solicit public comments, and to inform citizens that technical assistance is available to help groups representing low-to-moderate income persons in developing proposals.

Ms. Harper stated that City of Shelbyville on behalf of the Shelbyville Development Foundation intends to submit an application to the Department for Local Development for a Community Development Block Grant in order to rehabilitate the existing Blue Gables Motel and reuse it for commercial space as part of Shelbyville’s downtown revitalization efforts.  The motel is in a slum/blight area and the building is about to be condemned.  The CDBG funds will be used for the rehabilitation of the current building (motel).  The majority of the CDBG funds will be used towards the acquisition of the property.  The estimated cost of the acquisition will be $462,000 with the remaining CDBG funds being used for rehabilitation to bring the building out of slum/blight.  Shelbyville Development Foundation will be responsible for the remaining funding involved in the project.

Ms. Harper then outlined the state and federal goals and objectives of the CDBG program and the amount of funds available to the state for the 2012 funding cycle.  Ms. Harper stated that the County qualified to submit an application under the prevention or elimination of slum/blight objective.  She stated that a copy of the CDBG application will be available at City Hall for public inspection until June 15, 2012.

The hearing was then opened to questions and/or comments.  Being none, 

Mayor Hardesty declared the public hearing adjourned at 5:30 p.m.
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
