Mayor Hardesty presented a proclamation to Joy Varney, Associate Director, KY Partnership for Families and Children, Inc., declaring Wednesday, May 9, 2012, as Children’s Mental Health Awareness Day.
Budget Message – Mayor Hardesty

Mayor Hardesty started his message by saying we will stay within budget for the 2012-2013 year.  We anticipate our revenues will keep up with our expenditures.  We will continue to recruit new businesses and industries.  It is picking up in our community.  There are companies hiring and looking for new workers.  Public Safety will be this city’s most important role.  We will continue to fund Police, Fire, Public Works, and Code Enforcement.  After that, we will fund our recreation programs, Shelby Development Corporation, Historic District, Weissinger Hills Golf Course, Settle Gym, and Daniel Field.
This year we will purchase new police cars, a fire truck, and repair the roof at the Public Works building.  We will continue to pave a few streets in city limits.

We will continue to fund community projects such as Operation Care, Shelbyville Horse Show, Leadership Shelby, Dorman Center, and the Center for Women and Families to name a few.

We still have to make bond payments on existing debt such as the Police Station and Weissinger Hills Golf Course.  We have to make the parks payment on the Family Activity Center.

Salaries will continue to take a part of the budget along with retirement and health insurance.

We will continue to look for new and innovative ways to raise revenue and cut expenses.

Ordinance/Adopting the City of Shelbyville Annual Budget for the budget year 2012-2013 – 1st Reading, Judith Smith

Judith Smith, Office Administrator, read the ordinance estimating revenues and resources and appropriating funds for the operation of city government.

It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Zoeller.  Seconded by Councilmember Matthews.
Re-appointment of Lisa Hood to Code Enforcement Board for a 3 year term ending May 3, 2015.
Mayor Hardesty recommended Lisa Hood be re-appointed to the Code Enforcement Board for a 3 year term ending May 3, 2015.

Department Report
Jennifer Herrell, City Engineer/Public Works Superintendent, reported the Spring clean-up went well.  They will install plants at the Public Works facilities on May 11th and 12th.  They received a small grant for in-kind services from Kentuckiana Concrete Promotion Group.  It will go to install a pervious concrete parking lot at the Public Works facility next fiscal year.
Eilene Collins, Executive Director, SDC, reported a plant container contest.  This will be held in front of businesses in the downtown area.  It will begin May 11th through June 1st.  They are hoping the planters will be maintained through the summer.

Police Chief Robert Schutte reported they finished annual re-certification on tasers.  He also completed background checks on recruits.

Bryan Slone, Golf Pro, reported rounds are up 3556 compared to 2398 last year.  They have several big events coming up and are hoping to stay busy this year.

Fire Chief Willard Tucker reported testing for new employees is in process.

Mayor Hardesty reported the first street party concert is May 18th and 19th.  The Men’s Health Fair will be held June 9th at Jewish Hospital.
