Council Meeting – June 21, 2012
Mayor Thomas L. Hardesty called the regular council meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. with the following council members present:  Alan Matthews, Donna Eaton, Shane Suttor, and Jon Swindler.  Absent:  Mike Zoeller and Frank Page.

Councilmember Matthews gave the invocation.

All present pledged allegiance to the flag.

Minutes/ June 7, 2012

Councilmember Matthews moved to approve the minutes of June 7, 2012 as read by councilmembers prior to the meeting.  Seconded by Councilmember Suttor.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.

Ordinance/ 2011-2012 Budget Amendment – 1st Reading – Judith Smith

Judith Smith, Office Administrator, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville adopting an amendment to the 2011-2012 budgets, estimating revenues and resources and appropriating funds for the operation of the City of Shelbyville.
It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Suttor.  Seconded by Councilmember Matthews.

Ordinance #2012-06-21/Amending the Position of Historic District Coordinator – 2nd Reading – Steven Gregory

Steven Gregory, City Attorney, read the summary of an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville amending the position of the Historic District Coordinator.  This position enforces policies, procedures, and guidelines within the Shelbyville Historic District.

 It was introduced for second reading by Councilmember Swindler.  Seconded by Councilmember Eaton.  
Upon roll call, the following councilmembers voted “aye”: Matthews, Eaton, Suttor, and Swindler.  Absent:  Council Members Zoeller and Page.
Resolution – Authorizing the City of Shelbyville to apply on behalf  of the Shelbyville Preservation Group for a Community Development Block Grant to purchase and renovate the old Blue Gables Motel.
Councilmember Matthews moved to approve a resolution authorizing Mayor Hardesty to apply for a CDBG grant on behalf of the Shelbyville Preservation Group.  This grant will be used to renovate the existing building located at 800 Main Street, known as Blue Gables Motel as part of the city’s downtown revitalization efforts.  Seconded by Councilmember Swindler.

Appointment /Dori Lewis to Tourism Commission for a term of 3 years ending June 30, 2015

Mayor Hardesty recommended Dori Lewis to the Tourism Commission for a 3 year term ending June 30, 2015.

Councilmember Swindler moved to approve the appointment.  Seconded by Councilmember Suttor.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.

Appointment/Al Andrews to the Shelbyville Municipal Water and Sewer Commission for a term of 3 years ending June 30, 2015

Mayor Hardesty recommended Al Andrews be appointed to the Shelbyville Municipal Water and Sewer Commission for a term of 3 years ending June 30, 2015.
Councilmember Matthews moved to approve the appointment.  Seconded by Councilmember Swindler.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.

Appointment/Deborah Magan to the Historic District Commission for a term of 3 years ending June 30, 2015
Mayor Hardesty recommended Deborah Magan to the Historic District Commission for a term of 3 years ending June 30, 2015.

Councilmember Swindler moved to approve the appointment.  Seconded by Councilmember Suttor.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.

Department Reports

Judith Smith, Office Administrator, reported the office is busy with ending the fiscal year.

Jennifer Herrell, City Engineer/Public Works Superintendent, reported they extended the concrete drive at Fire Station 2.   The old tobacco press has been removed from the Public Works building.  They received a grant from the Division of Waste Management for a one day event to collect household hazardous waste.

Police Chief Robert Schutte reported he has hired 2 officers to fill vacancies and needs to hire 2 more.  They are continuing to enforce the 2 hour parking in the downtown area.  They have issued 29 courtesy notices.  They are working on allowing residents in the area to get around the 2 hour notice.  He will be working with the City Attorney to update the parking ordinance.  
Mayor’s Report

Mayor Hardesty reported there will be street party concerts on June 29th and 30th.  Fire Station 1 will be open for anyone needing relief from the heat.  You can go there during the day to cool off for a couple of hours.  It will be open during these hot days of summer.  City Hall will be closed in observance of the July 4th holiday. Mayor Hardesty publicly thanked Randy Head who has served 26 years on the Shelbyville Water and Sewer Commission.  Mr. Head is the longest serving member on any city board.
Councilmember Suttor moved to adjourn at 6:55 p.m. Seconded by Councilmember Eaton.
