Council Meeting – September 6, 2012
Mayor Thomas L. Hardesty called the regular council meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. with the following council members present: Alan Matthews, Mike Zoeller, Donna Eaton, Jon Swindler, Shane Suttor, and Frank Page.
City Employees Present:  Judy Smith, Robert Schutte, Willard Tucker, Fred Rogers, Barry Edington, Jennifer Herrell, Eilene Collins, and Carla Wainscott.
City Attorney:  Steven Gregory
Councilmember Matthews gave the invocation.

All present pledged allegiance to the flag.

Minutes – Special Called Meeting August 23, 2012

Councilmember Matthews moved to approve the minutes of the special called meeting on August 23, 2012 as read by councilmembers prior to the meeting.  Seconded by Councilmember Page.
All voted “aye” and motion carried.
Bid Approval – Purchase of new custom fire pumper truck – Chief Willard Tucker

Chief Tucker recommended to the council for approval the new Ferrara Fire Truck in the amount of $374,962.  Ferrara will give the city a discount of $5,624.00 if the city pays 50% of cost when the purchase agreement is signed.  The balance will be due upon delivery.

Councilmember Page moved to approve the bid.  Seconded by Councilmember Eaton.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.

Ordinance No. 2012-09-20(A) – An Ordinance Amending Chapter 70 of the City of Shelbyville Code of Ordinances Relating to Building Permit Fees – 1st Reading – Steven Gregory

Barry Edington, Building Official/Chief Code Enforcement Officer, asked the council to approve amending the building permit fees to reflect an increase.  Building type R3 and R4 will increase from $.05 to $.14 per square foot with a $50.00 minimum.  The ordinance will add swimming pools residential $.06 per cubic foot with a $50.00 minimum and commercial $.06 per cubic foot with $100.00 minimum. (Cubic footage calculated (Length x Width x avg. Depth)
It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Zoeller.  Seconded by Councilmember Matthews. 
Ordinance No. 2012-09-06 – An Ordinance of the City of Shelbyville Levying Annual Ad Valorem Property Taxes for the Calendar Year 2012 – 2nd  Reading – Judith Smith 
Judith Smith, Office Administrator, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville levying ad valorem property taxes for the 2012 calendar year.  The assessed value of real property will be $27.5 per $100.00.  The assessed value of personal property will be $37.8 per $100.00. There will be a penalty of 10% and interest 6% per annum after due date.
It was introduced for second reading by Councilmember Suttor.  Seconded by Councilmember Matthews.
Upon roll call, the following council members voted “aye”: Matthews, Zoeller, Eaton, Swindler, Suttor, and Page.

Ordinance No. 2012-09-20 – An Ordinance Annexing Property owned by Speedway LLC and located on Mt. Eden Road to the City of Shelbyville – 1st Reading – Steven Gregory

Steven Gregory, City Attorney, read the ordinance.  A representative from Speedway, Mr. Rob Sweet, spoke to council members regarding the site and answered questions.  The building is ahead of schedule and Speedway should open around November 13, 2012.

It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Zoeller.  Seconded by Councilmember Swindler.

Ordinance No. 2012-09-20(B) – An Ordinance Amending Chapter 32 of the City of Shelbyville Code of Ordinances providing for Post Development Stormwater Management – 1st reading – Steven Gregory

Steven Gregory, City Attorney, read the ordinance.  The city needs to update the ordinance to comply with Waters of the Commonwealth (KYG20).  The plan needs to accommodate the quantity, flow, and discharge for the 80th percentile, 24-hour storm event.  The first flush is for the developer to agree upon.  Public Works will have manuals on line that will provide businesses and individuals information regarding the requirements.
It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Matthews.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

Municipal Order No. 2012-09-06 – Declaring Surplus Real Property located at 402 Third Street and providing for demolition – Steven Gregory

Steven Gregory, City Attorney, read the Municipal Order and explained the structure only is surplus, not the lot.  After demolition of the building, the lot will provide additional parking space for the Police Department.
Councilmember Suttor moved to approve the Municipal Order.  Seconded by Councilmember Page.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.

Resolution No. 2012-09-06 – Request Kentucky General Assembly to provide local governments more funding from cell phone fees for E911 services – Steven Gregory
Steven Gregory, City Attorney, read the resolution.  City of Simpsonville and Shelby County Fiscal Court are passing the same resolution.  The E911 services are losing revenue due to individuals not having a landline.

Councilmember Eaton moved to approve the Resolution.  Seconded by Councilmember Swindler.
All “ayes” and motion carried.

Department Reports 

Jennifer Herrell, City Engineer/Public Works Director, reported to council she was working on updating the stormwater manual.  Bid opening for re-surfacing city streets will be at 2:00 p.m. on September 11, 2012.  The Household Hazardous Waste Event will be on Saturday, October 27th.  I applied for Litter Abatement Grant in August. No response.

Eilene Collins, Shelby Development Corporation Director reported street party concerts on September 14th and 15th.  There will also be a car cruise on Saturday, September 15th.  Shelby Development Corporation has been chosen to host the State Main Street Conference on January 23 – 25, 2013.

Robert Schutte, Police Chief, reported 2 new recruits will start training in Richmond on Sunday, September 9th.  They will graduate on February 1, 2013.

Fred Rogers, Historic District Coordinator, introduced himself to the council.

Mayor’s Report

Painted Stone Festival will be held on September 7th, 8th, and 9th at Red Orchard Park.  Simpsonville will have their fall festival on September 7th and 8th.
