Ordinance/An Ordinance Appealing Section 22.804 of the City of Shelbyville Code of Ordinances Chapter 22: Departments, Boards and Commissions, and Enacting a new Ordinance Establishing a Joint Shelbyville, Simpsonville, and Shelby County Tourism & Convention Commission and Levying a Transient Room Tax – 1st Reading – Mayor Hardesty
Mayor Hardesty read an ordinance repealing Section 22.804 of Chapter 22: Departments, Boards and Commissions, and enacting a new Ordinance which establishes a joint Shelbyville, Simpsonville, and Shelby County Tourism and Convention Commission and levying a transient room tax in the amount of 3%.

Department Reports 

Eilene Collins, Executive Director, Shelby Development Corporation, reported their annual meeting will be held October 23rd at the Bell House at 5:30 p.m.  The Planning Retreat will be November 16th from 9:00 a.m. – 4:00 p.m. in Maysville at the Cox Building.  Please consider joining us for these meetings.
Jennifer Herrell, Public Works Superintendent/Engineer, gave out brochures regarding “Household Hazardous Waste Collection Event”.  This is the first time for this collection.  It’s free and open to all Shelbyville/Shelby County residents.  It will be held October 27th in the old Winn-Dixie parking lot.

Mary Smith, Personnel Director reported the Employee Banquet was a huge success.  There were over 85 employees/guests in attendance.

Fire Chief Willard Tucker reported 79 runs which is an average for the month and 140 inspections to date.  He introduced the 1st Platoon, which responded to a smoke detector in an apartment.
