All present pledged allegiance to the flag.

Minutes – November 15, 2012

Councilmember Matthews moved to approve the minutes of the November 15, 2012 meeting as read by council members prior to the meeting.  Seconded by Councilmember Page.
All voted “aye” and motion carried.
Ordinance #2012-12-06 – Creating the Position of Engineering/Geographical Information Systems Technician – 2nd Reading – Steven Gregory
Steven Gregory, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville Creating the Position of Engineering/Geographical Information Systems (GIS) Technician.  This position will assist the City Engineer/Public Works Director on all engineering projects.

It was introduced for second reading by Councilmember Page.  Seconded by Councilmember Suttor.

Ordinance/Amending the Schedule of Charges for the Use of the Consolidated Municipal Waterworks and Sewer System of the Shelbyville Water and Sewer Commission – 1st Reading – Steven Gregory
Steven Gregory, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville whereas the commission is seeking a 3.85% increase in the water/sewer rates effective March 2013.  This is the 2nd increase in 5 years.
It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Swindler.  Seconded by Councilmember Matthews.

Ordinance/Amending and Updating the Position of Police Major – 1st Reading

Steven Gregory, City Attorney, read an ordinance amending and updating the position of Police Major.  This update substitutes experience for education requirements.

It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Zoeller.  Seconded By Councilmember Eaton.

Re-appointment – Sherman Riggs to the Board of Ethics for a 3 year term

Mayor Hardesty recommended Sherman Riggs be re-appointed to the Board of Ethics until December 31, 2015.

Councilmember Zoeller moved to approve the appointment.  Seconded by Councilmember Page.

Re-appointment – Jamie Swindler to the Housing Authority for a 4 year term

Department Reports 

Jennifer Herrell, City Engineer/Public Works Director, reported a Forklift Certification Class was held at Public Works.  All employees are certified for three years.  Demolition of houses at 818 and 820 Washington Street has been completed.  Working on the demolition of house at 402 Third Street.  The department has partnered with Senior Community Services Employment Program and will have a part-time Receptionist at no cost to the city.
Bryan Slone, WHGC Golf Pro Manager, reported rounds for November were up 1325 vs. 1287 last year.  Season Pass information has gone out.  Tommy Watts will be testing in January to become a PGA member.  We are working on new outing policies for 2013.

Steven Gregory, City Attorney, reported he is working with Code Enforcement and the Mayor trying to find a solution in dealing with problem properties that are abandoned and/or occupied.  We are combing through the Ordinances and restructuring to clarify the language and penalties.  We will be taking some cases to the County Attorney for prosecution.

Police Chief Robert Schutte read a statement thanking Mayor Hardesty and the Police committee for 8 years of employment with the city.  He will be retiring effective January 1, 2013.

Mayor’s Report

Mayor Hardesty thanked Chief Schutte for his service to the city.  The Christmas Parade was a success.  Leadership Shelby Government Day will be on December 12th.  The Employee Christmas Reception will be on December 13th.  City Council Members will be sworn in on December 20th.  Thanks to Bonnie Roberts and the Salvation Army for work on the Angel Tree project.  The Department of Transportation will not reduce the speed limit on Smithfield Road.  The City Council will not take any action on the proposed ordinance presented by Kentuckians for the Commonwealth.
