Recommendation from the Public Works Committee on Clifton Court Request – Jennifer Herrell

Paul Whitman, Shelby County EMS, reported new requirements on public safety radio bands are now in place.  The local police department received $25,000 in a Homeland Security Grant for public safety radios.  The Shelbyville Police Department participated in school safety plans with other public safety agencies in the city and county.

Department Reports 

Jennifer Herrell, Public Works Superintendent/City Engineer, reported brine was place on city streets and that cut down on the amount of salt used.  Brine works better than salt and is much cheaper.
