Minutes – February 7, 2013
Councilmember Page moved to approve the minutes of the February 7, 2013 meeting as read by council members prior to the meeting.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.
All voted “aye” and motion carried.
Proclamation – Severe Storms Preparedness Month “Storm Ready 2013”
Mayor Hardesty declared the month of March 2013 as Severe Storms Preparedness Month and urged all citizens to take proper actions regarding weather watches and warnings.
Resolution #2013-03-07 – Approving the Granting of an Inducement to Ficosa North America pursuant to the Kentucky Business Investment Act (KRS Chapter 154.32) whereby the City of Shelbyville Government agrees to reduce the 1.5% Local Occupational Tax to 0.75% for a period of 5 years.

Steven Gregory, City Attorney, read a Resolution whereas the City of Shelbyville agrees to reduce the 1.5% Occupational Tax to .75% for 5 years to Ficosa North America.
This business incentive is offered by the State of Kentucky as part of the Kentucky Business Investment Act. (For every dollar the city gives, the State of Kentucky will give $3.00.)

Jennifer Herrell, Public Works Superintendent/City Engineer, reported interviewing for the new Engineering/GIS position. Fire Chief Willard Tucker reported 3 buildings were loss in the downtown fire yesterday.  Three businesses along with homes were loss.  There were no injuries. The department received 2 grants: $197,600 to purchase breathing apparatus $64,000 for Recruitment and Retention.
