Special Called Council Meeting – April 16, 2013
Mayor Thomas L. Hardesty called the special called council meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. with the following council members present: Bobby Andriot, Mike Zoeller, Donna Eaton, Shane Suttor, Jon Swindler, and Frank Page.  
City Employees Present:  Mary Smith, Judy Smith, Danny Goodwin, Willard Tucker, Barry Edington, and Inez Harris.
City Attorney:  Steven Gregory
Councilmember Andriot gave the invocation.

All present pledged allegiance to the flag.
Minutes – March 21, 2013
Councilmember Page moved to approve the minutes of the March 21, 2013 meeting as read by council members prior to the meeting.  Seconded by Councilmember Swindler.
All voted “aye” and motion carried.
Mayor Hardesty introduced Shawn Pickens, the new Director of the Shelbyville/Shelby County Parks Department.  He is a native of Frankfort, KY.  He has been on the job three weeks and is looking forward to doing great things at the park.

Ordinance/Creating the Position of Recruitment and Retention Officer/Administrative Assistant for the Division of Fire – 1st Reading – Steven Gregory

Steven Gregory, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville creating the position of Recruitment and Retention Officer/Administrative Assistant for the Division of Fire.  This position is being funded through a 4 year grant at no initial cost to the city.

It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Suttor.  Seconded by Councilmember Page.

Ordinance/Updating the Classification Plan, Compensation Plan, and Policies and Procedures of Employment for the City of Shelbyville – 1st Reading – Steven Gregory

Steven Gregory, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville updating the Classification and Compensation Plan and the Policies and Procedures of Employment for the City of Shelbyville.  All of the updates have been in effect.  They need to be officially changed in the Policy and Procedure Manual.  The last update was in 2003.
It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Page.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

Municipal Order #2013-04-16/Declaring Personal Property owned by the City of Shelbyville to be Surplus Property and Providing for Disposition of said Property.

Steven Gregory, City Attorney, read a Municipal Order declaring personal property of the city to be declared surplus property.  This order includes 5 vehicles from the Police Department and 1 fire truck from the Fire Department.  The property will be disposed of through sealed bids.

Councilmember Zoeller moved to approve the order.  Seconded by Councilmember Eaton.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.

Bid Approval – Equipment for the Police Department.

Police Chief Danny Goodwin reported 1 bid was received for police equipment.  The bid was $21,740.

Councilmember Zoeller moved to accept the bid.  Seconded by Councilmember Eaton.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.
Zone Change Request – Desilets, LLC located at 310 Martin Luther King Jr. Street

Steven Gregory, City Attorney, reminded council they chose to review the comments from Planning and Zoning regarding the zone change of Desilets, LLC located at 320 Martin Luther King Street.  They have 3 options.  They can accept the denial by Planning and Zoning or they can overturn the denial and approve the zone change.  Mr. Gregory reminded council no decision had to be reached tonight.  The deadline for a decision is May 20, 2013.
Councilmember Suttor moved to take no action on the zone change request.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.

Bobby Hudson, President Shelby County Industrial Development Foundation, addressed council concerning the zone change.  This company bought their building 8 years ago.  Council has turned down increased employment and sales.  There are 50 full time and 35 part-time employees associated with this company.  These are people not numbers and they have families.  We are turning down jobs in the community.  He ended saying he is disappointed in council.

Councilmember Andriot encouraged Mr. Desilets to not take this vote as a failure.  Continue grow here in Shelbyville and look for another facility located in city limits.  Councilmember Andriot admits he struggled with this decision.

Mayor Hardesty proclaimed Earth Day in the City of Shelbyville on April 20, 2013 to be celebrated at Red Orchard Park from 10:00 a.m. to 2:00 p.m.
Department Reports 

Jennifer Herrell, City Engineer/Public Works Director, reported the department finished Spring Clean-up this week.  The Engineering/GIS Technician is Brett Clark who started on April 8th.  She has submitted the storm water year end report to the state for 2012.  Mrs. Herrell wants to schedule a workshop for council members to show them the process for developers regarding storm water.
Barry Edington, Code Enforcement, reported 12 electrical permits and 2 remodel permits were issued last month.  Construction is picking up along with complaints.

Police Chief Danny Goodwin reported his department worked with the US Marshals and other agencies on the Sex Offenders Registry check.  He is happy to report those in Shelbyville are 100% compliant.  The department is working with the Center for Women and Families on domestic violence issues.  It is springtime and we are setting up some block watches in neighborhoods.  Calls for service in March through 911 was 1068.

Mayor’s Report

Mayor Hardesty reported grants received by the Fire Department total $894,684.  These funds will help pay for the position of Recruitment and Retention Officer/Administrative Assistant for a period of 4 years.
Mayor Hardesty reminded everyone of Earth Day this Saturday at Red Orchard Park.  Last Saturday’s Health & Fitness at the Family Activity Center was a success.  Shelby County is the 3rd healthiest county in the State.  There will be a meeting Wednesday with the Legislative Committee of Fiscal Court on the trash franchise and a meeting Thursday at City Hall with council members for a combined meeting.
