Resolution – 2013-05-16 Re: Blue Gables Slum Blight CDBG Project 12-036 Document
Councilmember Swindler moved to approve a resolution requiring all expenditures of the Blue Gables Slum/Blight CDBG Project 12-036 be made in accordance with procurement standards imposed under the Community Development Block Grant Program.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

Ordinance No. 2013-05-16 – Adopting the City of Shelbyville Annual Budget for the Fiscal Year 2013-2014 – 2nd Reading – Judith Smith
Judith Smith, Office Administrator read the estimating revenues and resources and appropriating funds for the 2013-2014 year.

Ordinance/Amending the Policy and Procedure Manual of the City of Shelbyville – 1st Reading – Steven Gregory

Steve Gregory, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville allowing sick leave to be donated to full time employees who have exhausted their leave due to a serious health condition.  Sick leave cannot be donated if an employee terminates or retires from the city.

It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Zoeller.  Seconded by Councilmember Andriot.

Ordinance/Relating to Supervised and Unsupervised Parties and other Gatherings Imposing Liability on Social Hosts who allow Minors to Obtain, Posses Use, or Consume Controlled Substances and/or Alcohol during the course of those Parties or other Gatherings – 1st Reading – Steven Gregory
Steven Gregory, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville relating to supervised and unsupervised parties and other gatherings imposing liability on social hosts who allow minors to obtain, possess, use or consume controlled substances and/or alcohol during the course of those parties or other gatherings.

Violation of this ordinance is a Class A Misdemeanor.

It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Suttor.  Seconded by Councilmember Swindler.

KPDES & MS4 Annual Compliance Report - Jennifer Herrell, City Engineer/Public Works Director

Ms. Herrell gave council a review of the city’s Kentucky Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (KPDES) and the Small Municipal Storm Sewer System (sMS4) report.  Mrs. Herrell explained to council this is a mandatory program that reports to the Department Environmental Protection and the Kentucky Division of Water.

Department Reports 

Jennifer Herrell, City Engineer/Public Works Director, introduced Brett Clark to the council.  Mr. Clark is the GIS Engineering/Technician.

Police Chief Danny Goodwin reported the department has applied for Highway Safety, COPS, and bullet proof vests grants.  A new Click It or Ticket It Program is starting.  They have 2 new officers in the field.  There is a drop-off box at the station where expired narcotics can be dropped off for disposal.  This is a free service to the community.  Calls for service for the month of April is 1,091 bringing the total to 3,987 year to date.  Thanks to Public Works for working on their parking lot.
Mayor’s Report

Mayor Hardesty reported he and council members will be working registration at Project Graduation this Saturday.  The first street party will be this Saturday night.  R. J. Corman is working on the railroad crossing on Smithfield Road.  It has a rough crossing.  Pervious concrete will be poured at Public Works on Friday.
