Mayor Thomas L. Hardesty called the regular meeting to order with the following council members present: Mike Zoeller, Donna Eaton, Shane Suttor, and Jon Swindler. Absent: Bobby Andriot and Frank Page.
City Employees Present:  Judy Smith, Danny Goodwin, Inez Harris, Bryan Slone, Jennifer Herrell, Darrell Willard, and Chris Spalding.

Councilmember Eaton gave the invocation.

All present pledged allegiance to the flag.
Minutes/June 4, 2013
Councilmember Suttor moved to approve the minutes of June 4, 2013 as read by council members prior to the meeting.  Seconded by Councilmember Swindler.
All voted “aye” and motion carried.
Ordinance #2013-06-20 – Budget Amendment 2012-2013 – 2nd Reading – Judith Smith
Judith Smith, Office Administrator, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville adopting an amendment to the 2012-2013 budget, estimating revenues and resources and appropriating funds for the operation of the City of Shelbyville.

It was introduced for second reading by Councilmember Zoeller.  Seconded by Councilmember Swindler.
Upon roll call, the following council members voted “aye”:  Zoeller, Eaton, Swindler, and Suttor.  Absent: Andriot and Page.

Ordinance #2013-06-04(A)/Amending Chapters 22, 50, 53 and 71 of the City of Shelbyville Code of Ordinances Relating to Code Enforcement – 2nd  Reading – Steven Gregory

Steven Gregory, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville amending Chapters 22, 50, 53 and 71 relating to Code Enforcement.  These chapters are revised to allow Code Enforcement Officers to inspect properties and find any conditions that violate existing ordinances.

It was introduced for second reading by Councilmember Suttor.  Seconded by Councilmember Swindler.
Upon roll call the following voted “aye”: Zoeller, Eaton, Suttor, and Swindler.  Absent:  Andriot and Page.
Resolution – Fair Housing

Councilmember Swindler moved to approve a Fair Housing Resolution in which the City of Shelbyville resolves to assist anyone who has been discriminated against in the sale, rental, leasing or financing in housing because of race, color, religion, sex, or national origin as prohibited by Title VII of the 1968 Civil Rights Act.  Seconded by Councilmember Suttor.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.

Resolution – Anti-displacement & Relocation Assistance Plan
Councilmember Suttor moved to approve an anti-displacement relocation and assistance plan under Section 104(d) of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974 as amended which states:  “There will be no relocations as a result of the proposed amendments to the Blue Gables Slum/Blight CDBG Project.”  Seconded by Councilmember Swindler.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.

Re-appointment – Brian Isaacs to the Triple S Board of Adjustments and Appeals for a 4 year term.
Mayor Hardesty recommended Brian Isaacs be re-appointed to the Triple S Board of Adjustments and Appeals for a 4 year term ending July 31, 2017.

Councilmember Eaton moved to approve the appointment.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

Department Reports 

Eilene Collins, Executive Director SDC, reported a street party concert will be on June 29th featuring Act 3 featuring Fred Rogers.  There will be a new event at Jubilee this year, an art festival and car cruise.  They will be held on July 27th.
Jennifer Herrell, Public Works Supt/Engineer, reported Brent Clark is working on the GIS program.  She has reviewed plans for Old Mill Village, Cloverbrook, and McDonald’s East.  The owners of Clifton Court are working on the City’s list of requirements to come into the city street system.  Several main streets will be paved and milled for 2013.  We have $115,000 to use.  The main streets are Warrior Way, Hunting Hills, Mary Ross Circle, Smithland, and Churchview Drive.  There will be some smaller side streets and for the first time, we will pave alleys.
Police Chief Danny Goodwin reported his department has helped several local organizations including directing traffic at the Shelby County Fair.  Calls for service in May was 1,432 and 5,419 for the year.  Thanks to Crime Stoppers for all the work they do.

Bryan Slone, Golf Pro Manager, reported they are busy with outings and Junior events.  They have received good compliments on the course.  The Junior PGA League has been extended to July.

Asst. Fire Chief Chris Spalding reported they have 2 interns from Eastern Kentucky University.  The recruit class has 21 students who will be certified firefighters and EMT’s.  The department collected $15,500 for the Crusade for Children.  We are inspecting fireworks stands.  We will have training for the new apparatus truck on June 27th.

Mayor’s Report

Mayor Hardesty noted City Hall will be closed in observance of July 4th.  Due to the holiday, council meeting will be on July 11th.  Lake Shelby fish fry is Friday night.  I have directed Mr. Gregory to look into the procedure for negotiating with Time Warner on the renewal of the cable franchise.  I am still researching RFP’s for curb recycling.  Remember the family of Elizabethtown’s Mayor Walker.
Councilmember Zoeller moved to go into closed session at 7:25 p.m. to discuss economic development.  Seconded by Councilmember Suttor.
