Ordinance #2013-08-22 – Levying Ad Valorem Property Taxes for the 2013 Year – 2nd Reading - Judith Smith

Judith Smith, Office Administrator, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville levying Ad Valorem taxes for the calendar year 2013.  The assessed value of real property shall be 27.5 cents per $100.  The assessed value of personal property shall be 35.5 cents per $100.  There will be a penalty of 10% and interest of 6% per annum after the due date.  This will be the 8th year with no tax increase.
