Minutes/September 19, 2013
Councilmember Zoeller moved to approve the minutes of September 19, 2013 as read by council members prior to the meeting.  Seconded by Councilmember Page.

Proclamation – Citizen Union Bank
Mayor Hardesty proclaimed October 18, 2013, as Citizen Union Bank’s 125th Anniversary Day in the City of Shelbyville in observance of their 125 years operating in the City of Shelbyville.
Ordinance/Enacting Text Amendments to the Zoning Regulations for Shelby County – 1st Reading – Steven Gregory
Steven Gregory, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville whereas, the Triple S Planning and Zoning has recommended Text Amendments be adopted into the zoning regulations.

Jim Ellis, President of MORE (Maintain Our Rural Environment), suggested the lot count be included in the text amendments.

Public Comments 

Richard Gettings, resident at 713 10th Street, voiced his concerns regarding the placement of a possible water tower at 10th and Prospect.  He is concerned about the noise and traffic.  Prospect is a dead end street and he thinks a park will be installed.  Mayor Hardesty made it clear there are no plans for a park.
Tom Doyle addressed his concerns by saying a 400,000 gallon water tower will be installed at the area.  The construction period will be a 6-9 month job.  There will be deliveries of steel in the area, otherwise there will be no traffic going in or out.

Chris Zoeller, 800 Bland Avenue, thinks the tower will affect his property values since he is in the Historic District.
Department Reports
