Minutes/October 17, 2013
Councilmember Page moved to approve the minutes of October 17, 2013 as read by council members prior to the meeting.  Seconded by Councilmember Suttor.

Ordinance No. 2013-11-07 - Enacting Text Amendments to the Zoning Regulations for Shelby County – 2nd   Reading – Steven Gregory
Steven Gregory, City Attorney, read the summary of an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville adopting text amendments to the Triple S Zoning Regulations.  These amendments pertain to definitions, procedures for text and map amendments and lighting regulations.
It was introduced for second reading by Councilmember Zoeller.  Seconded by Councilmember Page.
Upon roll call the following council members voted “aye”: Andriot, Zoeller, Eaton, Suttor, Swindler, and Page.

Ordinance/Enacting and Adopting a Supplement to the Code of Ordinances of the City of Shelbyville – 1st Reading – Steven Gregory
Steven Gregory, City Attorney, read an ordinance whereas American Legal Publishing Corporation has completed the 2013 S-16 Supplements to the Code of Ordinances of the City of Shelbyville.

It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Suttor.  Seconded by Councilmember Swindler.
Public Comments
Leslie McBride, member of the Shelby Chapter of Kentuckians for the Commonwealth and a member of the Shelbyville Fairness Coalition asked council to reconsider passing a Fairness Ordinance.  This ordinance would extend kindness and compassion to young LGBT teenagers.  The US Senate passed an employment non-discrimination act today.  We urge you to join Senate members and pass this ordinance today.
Howard Griffith, retired pastor, asked council to extend basic civil rights to everyone.

Richard Lane, citizen, addressed council concerning the invocation.  He disagrees with the invocation.  He thinks we are in violation of the separation of church and state.  This very matter is before the Supreme Court.  There should be a decision in June on this matter.

Councilmember Andriot appreciated both parties for sharing their values with city council.  He respects them for what they stand for but he disagrees with both parties.  That’s his personal opinion.  He believes in treating people fairly.
Department Reports 

Eilene Collins, Executive Director, Shelby Development Corporation, reported the annual planning retreat will be tomorrow at 8:30 a.m. at Citizen Union Bank until 4:00 p.m.  The council is invited.
Jennifer Herrell, City Engineer/PW Director, reported leaf pickup has started and runs through December.  Clyde Miller, new employee, started on October 28, 2013.  Employees are busy getting ready for Celebration of Lights.

Shawn Pickens, Parks Director, working on Policies and Procedure updates.  The park will make a push to offer memberships to businesses and corporations at different rates.  We are starting a push to offer 3-4 year old activities.
Danny Goodwin, Police Chief, reported participating in the Dorman Center Community Day, discussed career recruiting with youth at First Baptist Church, held a “Safety in the Workforce” Seminar at City Hall and the Fire Station for all city employees, and held a block watch meeting at the Shelby County Library.  The department received a Highway Safety Grant for DUI enforcement.  Calls for the month were 1,015 for a total of 11,348 so far this year.

Capt. Brad Haymond, Fire Department, reported receiving a Warren Isman Education Grant for $5,000.  The grant will be used to send 5 firefighters to the International Hazardous Material Conference in Baltimore, Maryland.  Calls for service were 91 runs for the month and 751 runs for the year.

Steven Gregory, City Attorney, reported working on a draft ordinance for a garbage franchise.  It will be reviewed by Mayor Hardesty and council first.  Working to update the Alcohol Beverage Ordinance within the city.  There are regulation changes so our ordinance must be updated.

Mayor’s Report

Mayor Hardesty reminded everyone of the Celebration of Lights this Saturday.  He and Judge Rothenburger have been working on an industrial recruitment.  This is a reminder – if you see a street light out within the city, please call Kentucky Utilities or City Hall.  City Hall will be closed Monday in observance of Veteran’s Day.
