Minutes January 2, 2014
Councilmember Suttor moved to approve the minutes of January 2, 2014 as read by council members prior to the meeting. Seconded by Councilmember Page.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.  
Ordinance – Amending the Position of Code Enforcement Officer – 1st Reading – Steven Gregory
Steven Gregory, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville amending the requirements for the position of Code Enforcement Officer.

It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Zoeller.  Seconded by Councilmember Swindler.

2012-2013 Audit – Matt Huelsman – Richardson, Pennington and Skinner, PSC

Matt Huelsman, Auditor with Richardson, Pennington, and Skinner reported to council the City of Shelbyville has received a clean unqualified opinion on the 2012-2013 audit.  The assets are seven times the liabilities.  He also thanked city staff for their assistance.

Councilmember Page moved to approve the 2012-2013 audit.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

Grant Opportunity – Clay Cottongim, Shelbyville/Shelby County Parks and Recreation

Mr. Cottongim addressed the council regarding an application for the Clear Creek Greenway Trail.  This is a federal grant worth up to approximately $100,000.  It is a matching 50/50 grant with land and cash donations.  Mr. Cottongim will write the grant, but needs the city’s approval to move forward.  There must be a resolution that accompanies the grant.  The council agreed to move ahead on this project.  He will come back to council before he submits the grant.

Ordinance No. 2014-01-16 – Zone Change Request to change from Light Industrial (I-1) to General Commercial District (C-3) Town and Country – Freedom’s Way and Midland Industrial Drive – 2nd Reading – Steven Gregory
Steven Gregory, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville changing Light Industrial (I-1) to General Commercial District (C-3) between Freedom’s Way and Midland Industrial Drive.  This contains 4.99 acres of land.  This land is not needed for industrial development.

It was introduced for second reading by Councilmember Page.  Seconded by Councilmember Swindler.

Upon roll call, the following councilmembers voted “aye”:  Andriot, Zoeller, Eaton, Suttor, Swindler, and Page.

Clifton Court Street Acceptance – Jennifer Herrell

Mrs. Herrell, City Engineer explained she had met with the developers previously and had given them a list of items that needed to be addressed before Clfton Court was accepted into the city street system.  In her opinion, those items have been completed.  They have met the guidelines on the engineering side.

Mr. Gabe Frist, Housing Partnership, Inc., explained his company will maintain the HOA for 5 years to help the homeowners learn how to maintain their properties and to set up the HOA.

Planning and Zoning requires the City of Shelbyville to accept the road into the city street system.  The plats cannot be recorded until this happens.

Councilmember Suttor moved to accept Clifton Court as a “conditional approval” city street.  (Once the final draft of the by-laws is written, we will approve through the legal process.)  Seconded by Councilmember Page.

Richard Lane, 834 Henry Clay Street, Shelbyville
Mr. Lane addressed council concerning his distaste for prayer at the beginning of each council meeting.  He is extremely uncomfortable with the message it sends to non-believers.

George Best – Planning and Zoning Board Member
Mr. Best spoke in regard to the zone change at tonight’s meeting.  Planning & Zoning uses the Comprehensive Plan that was developed years ago with input from city council.  They looked at land uses before the bypass was built.  He informed council that there would be more zone requests coming for commercial development and commercial development is scheduled between US 60 and the railroad.  He said it was good zoning to put commercial in front of industrial property.

Tom McGinnis, Chair of the City Tree Board
Mr. McGinnis reported several years ago the Division of Forestry recommended planting ash trees.  However, some of the trees have gotten infested with the Emerald Ash Bore.  We have treated the trees and have been able to save some.  The plan is to plant more diverse trees in the future.  We have mulched all trees on Main Street and Warrior Way.  Trees have been pruned and topped.  This year we planted a tree at the Golf Course for Arbor Day.

Department Reports 

Jennifer Herrell, City Engineer/Public Works Superintendent, reported Kentucky Hwy. 53 widening project final plan is still being developed.  It is 80-85% complete.
Danny Goodwin, Police Chief, reported the repeater equipment (Homeland Security Grant) has been installed.  This gets us 2/3 through the process.  The county is waiting on the city to go digital.  The amount of money needed to go completely digital is $35,000.  The department participated in training with the Kentucky Labor Cabinet sponsored by the FBI in training for workplace violence.  The Federal Overtime Grant ran from December 16 to January 1, 2014.  It was titled “Drive Sober”.  For the year, there was 1,032 calls for service through Dispatch compared to 866 for 2012.  Total calls for 2013 through dispatch is 13,327.
