 Council Meeting – February 20, 2014
Mayor Thomas L. Hardesty called the regular council meeting to order with the following council members present: Bobby Andriot, Mike Zoeller, Donna Eaton, Shane Suttor, Jon Swindler, and Frank Page.

Invocation was given by Jeremy Cloninger, Youth Minister, Living Waters Church
All present pledged allegiance to the flag.
Minutes February 6, 2014 and Public Hearing February 12, 2014
Councilmember Page moved to approve the regular minutes of February 6, 2014 and the Public Hearing of February 12, 2014 as read by council members prior to the meeting. Seconded by Councilmember Swindler.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.  
Resolution – Application to Department of Local Government for Recreational Trails Program Grant – Clay Cottongim
Clay Cottongim, Shelby County Parks presented a resolution to council allowing him to apply for a recreational trails grant on behalf of the City of Shelbyville.  This will be a matching grant of $75,000 that can be matched with in-kind donations.  We will have 3 years to raise the funds.

Councilmember Suttor moved to approve the resolution.  Seconded by Councilmember Page.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.

Further discussion was continued on the resolution and Councilmember Suttor moved to raise the $75,000 matching grant to $100,000.  Seconded by Councilmember Page.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.

Discussion on Proposed Garbage Franchise
Mayor Hardesty limited the discussion to the council members on the garbage franchise.  One of the main points on the franchise is recycling.  There will be no free recycling services.  Everyone pays for the service whether you use it or not.

Councilmember Zoeller does not want the hauler to bill individuals.  All billing would be done through the Water & Sewer Commission.

Tom Doyle, Manager of Shelbyville Water & Sewer, explained how the billing would work.

Councilmembers Eaton and Andriot want to give citizens the option of whether they want to have recycling added to their bill.

Comments from the public:

Ralph Evitts, Fairway Crossing resident, wants government to stay out of his garbage.  He pays $11.25 a month.

Becky Long, Logan Street resident, has very little garbage.  She is with Waste Management and pays $13.00.  Keep the cost low.

Barry Strong, Fairway Crossing resident, appreciates what you’re trying to do, but doesn’t want it pushed down his throat.  It has a negative impact.  Believes in making his own decisions.
Public Comments
Richard Lane, 834 Henry Clay Street, asked council to consider replacing the invocation with a moment of silence.  Councilmember Andriot responded that he would continue to encourage prayer at council meetings until a ruling by the Supreme Court says “no”.  He totally disagrees with Mr. Lane and asked him to put his efforts into the community.

Council chose not to take any action on Mr. Lane’s request.

Department Reports 

Fred Rogers, HDC Coordinator, reported receiving $14,583 from the Kentucky Heritage Council.  This is from last year’s cycle.  Grants for this year have not been announced.

Steven Gregory, City Attorney, is working with Ryan Libke, George Best, and Mayor Hardesty with language for a resolution that would open up the agricultural/commercial district to allow distilleries within the city limits.

Mayor’s Report

Mayor Hardesty reported limb pickup is ongoing.  Limbs must be put in manageable pieces.  We will not cut them up.  We have free mulch to give away.  Part 2 of “How Do We Get Them Here” will be on March 12, 2014 at 5:30 p.m. at the Pollett Building.  Thanks to all departments involved in the ice clean-up.
Council Reports

Councilmember Suttor wants to remove the “no cover” charge from the Alcohol Ordinance.  Mayor Hardesty assigned this to the Police Committee.
At 7:50 p.m. Councilmember Suttor moved to go into closed session for the purpose of discussing proposed or pending litigation against or on behalf of the City of Shelbyville.  Seconded by Councilmember Swindler.
