Department Reports 

Eilene Collins, Executive Director, Shelby Development Corporation, reported Sandy Wilson of the Cardwell House is retiring after 18 years of service.  There will be a retirement reception on February 28th from 4 to 6 at Shelby Development Corporation.  Part 2 of “How Do We Get Them Here” will be held in March.  Ms. Collins issued a “Thank You” to those businesses who cleared their sidewalks during the snow events.

Jennifer Herrell, City Engineer/Superintendent of Public Works reported they will be working tonight to clear Washington Street from snow.  Salt is scarce so we are being conservative.  PSA’s will run at the movie theater on stormwater education.

Police Chief Danny Goodwin reported 2 were arrested for felony theft.  A block watch meeting was set-up for residents of Town and Country.  Young Leaders toured the Department on January 28th.  January calls for service was 1,061.

Fire Chief Willard Tucker reported 2 shift supervisors are off due to injuries.  A special thanks to Dr. Waldridge and Jewish Hospital for their help on our Health Initiative Training during the month of January.  Please be careful around auxiliary heaters and make sure smoke detectors are working.

Tom Doyle, Water Manager, reported cold weather and water don’t mix.  We’ve had 11 main water breaks to date.  We have 230 hours of overtime costing over $6,000.  There have been 200 service calls, 30 after hours (which we have waived the $50 fee) and we have lost over one million gallons of water.

Mayor’s Report

Mayor Hardesty reported there will be police lateral interviews next week.  We will also be interviewing for a License/Payroll Clerk and Code Enforcement Officer.
