Resolution –A Resolution Requesting that the Triple S Planning and Zoning Commission hold a Public Hearing and Make a Recommendation on Proposed Amendments to Section 652, 678, and 684 of the Zoning Regulations of Shelby County, Kentucky relating to Production of Distilled Spirits
Steve Gregory, City Attorney, explained this resolution is requesting Triple S Zoning to amend the zoning to allow for production and storage of distilled spirits in Agricultural, Highway Commercial and Limited Exchange (X-1) within the city limits.

Triple S would then hold a public hearing and make a recommendation on the proposed amendments to Sections 652, 678, and 684 of the zoning regulations.

Mayor Hardesty did caution that Shelbyville Water & Sewer would have to add a charge for the collection of the bills as this will increase their workload.  Mayor Hardesty suggested the first reading be on April 17th.

Mayor Hardesty recommended Matthew Wade to the Housing Authority to complete Josh Hurst’s unexpired term which ends December 31, 2015.
