 Council Meeting – May 1, 2014
Mayor Thomas L. Hardesty called the regular council meeting to order with the following council members present: Bobby Andriot, Mike Zoeller, Donna Eaton, Shane Suttor, Jon Swindler, and Frank Page.

Invocation was given by Rev. Charles Ashby, Associate Pastor, New Covenant Church.
All present pledged allegiance to the flag.
Minutes April 3, 2014
Councilmember Page moved to approve the minutes of April 3, 2014 as read by council members prior to the meeting. Seconded by Councilmember Suttor.
All voted “aye” and motion carried.  
Budget Message – Mayor Hardesty
Mayor Hardesty thanked the office staff and Finance Committee for their help on the 2014-2015 budget.  We will stay within budget this year.  We will continue to work with the Industrial Foundation to recruit new businesses.  We will continue to put public safety first.  In this year’s budget, we will buy a new fire truck, new police cruisers, and a salt bin for Public Works along with paving some city streets.  We will continue to fund some community projects.  We have bond payments on Weissinger and the Family Activity Center and will fund the MS4 Stormwater.  The city will pursue delinquent property taxes along with delinquent business licenses.  At this time, we do not plan to raise the 2014 property taxes.

Ordinance/Adopting the City of Shelbyville Annual Budget for Fiscal Year July 1, 2014 – June 30, 2015 – 1st Reading – Judith Smith
Judith Smith, Office Administrator read the ordinance estimating revenues and resources and appropriating funds for the operation of city government.

It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Page.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

Ordinance/Relating to Garbage Collection and Disposal Services in the City of Shelbyville – 1st Reading – Steven Gregory

Steven Gregory, City Attorney read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville relating to garbage collection and disposal services in the City of Shelbyville.

It was introduced for a first reading by Councilmember Page.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

This is not mandatory.  Citizens may opt out of this service, but you cannot have another hauler pick-up your garbage.

Proclamation – Children’s Mental Health Awareness Day

Mayor Hardesty declared May 8, 2014 as Children’s Mental Health Awareness Day in the City of Shelbyville and urged all citizens, agencies, and organizations to unite in observance of this event.

Proclamation – Building Safety Month

Mayor Hardesty declared May 2014 as Building Safety Month and urged all citizens to raise awareness of the importance of building safety.

Public Comments

Rev. Dr. Fred Moffatt, retired minister, addressed council as an individual citizen to urge members to consider adopting a Fairness Ordinance for the City of Shelbyville.  Council had no comments.
Richard Lane, 834 Henry Clay St., addressed council regarding the invocation.  He is asking council to have a moment of silence instead of a minister giving the invocation at the beginning of each meeting.  Mr. Lane has addressed council previously and indicated he will not be back.  He will wait for the Supreme Court to make a ruling on prayer at government meetings.

Jennifer Herrell, on behalf of her parents who own property at 720 S. Seventh Street, addressed council asking for direction and consideration on their 10 acre farm in the middle of the city which they are trying to sell.  They are asking council to look at the 100 ft. minimum away from the property line for non-domestic animals.
Mayor Hardesty assigned this request to the Code Enforcement Committee and the City Attorney to make a recommendation back to council.

Department Reports 

Eilene Collins, Executive Director, SDC, reported May is Historic Preservation Month.  The Kentucky Heritage Council has a contest on Facebook for a Kentucky weekend getaway.  The first street party concert is May 24th.
Judy Smith, Office Administrator, reminded council of a Public Hearing on Municipal Road Aid on May 15th at 6:20 p.m.

Jennifer Herrell, City Engineer/Public Works Superintendent, reported the citywide clean-up went very well.  There will be a pervious concrete demonstration at Public Works on May 16th at 10:00 a.m.  We are in the middle of campaign season.  A reminder to everyone we will remove any sign that is located near the intersections creating visual impairment.
Fred Rogers, Historic District Coordinator, reported all is well in the district.  He has received a grant for $7500 to update the guidelines for the district.
Shawn Pickens, Parks Director, reported there are lots of things happening at the park.  There is a large project with the indoor HVAC system.  It has to be replaced.  The estimated cost for one unit is .5 million.  Martinrea has stepped up to sponsor the fireworks this year.  The playground equipment will be phased out.  Hopefully, working with the Dream Foundation, we can replace it with ADA equipment.
Steven Gregory, City Attorney, commended council for their work on the garbage ordinance.  If there are any changes to be made, let him know immediately.  He will be out of town at the next meeting.
