Minutes/May 1, 2014
Councilmember Page moved to approve the minutes of May 1, 2014 as read by council members prior to the meeting.  Seconded by Councilmember Suttor.

Ordinance No. 2014-05-15 – Adopting the City of Shelbyville Annual Budget for the Fiscal Year July 1, 2014 – June 30, 2015 – 2nd Reading – Judith Smith
Judith Smith, Office Administrator, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville estimating revenues and resources and appropriating funds for the operation of city government.

It was introduced for second reading by Councilmember Suttor.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Ordinance No. 2015-05-15(A) – Relating to Garbage Collection and Disposal Services in the City of Shelbyville – 2nd Reading – Steven Gregory
Steven Gregory, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville relating to garbage collection and disposal services in the City of Shelbyville.  This ordinance creates a franchise for garbage collection and disposal which shall be 10 years.

It was introduced for a second reading by Councilmember Zoeller.  Seconded by Councilmember Andriot.

Upon roll call, the following councilmembers voted “aye”: Page, Swindler, Suttor, Eaton, Zoeller, and Andriot.

Request – Patty Clemmons – Dogwood Trace Homeowners Association
Patty Clemmons, representing the Dogwood Trace Homeowners Association addressed council requesting Trace Lane be accepted into the city street system.  Ms. Clemmons told council their dues were not enough to maintain the street.  They are a small association and most of the residents are retired.

Jennifer Herrell, City Engineer/Public Works Superintendent, stated the road is in better shape than others in the city.  She also stated there is no guarantee the road would be blacktopped this year or the next.

After discussion, Mayor Hardesty assigned the Public Works Committee along with Mrs. Herrell to make a recommendation to city council.

Department Reports
Jennifer Herrell, City Engineer/Public Works Superintendent, reported the pervious concrete demo will be held tomorrow.  She has been informed that salt prices are going up at least $20.00 more per ton.

Willard Tucker, Fire Chief, reported losing a firefighter to the Hilton Head South Carolina Fire Department.  He has hired a replacement.  He has started a fire internship with Eastern Kentucky University that will begin this week.  Capt. Herndon should be back to work by August.  Capt. Hatter is out with back problems.

Mayor’s Report
Mayor Hardesty reported there will not be a closed session tonight.  There will be a job fair at Martha Layne Collins High School on June 4th from 4-8 p.m. to fill positions for the Outlet Mall.  Code Enforcement is dealing with grass.  The KIPDA KYnect (Kentucky Health Network System) will be at the Shelby County Extension Office all day from 8 a.m. to 7 p.m. on Friday.
