Introduction – Mayor Hardesty introduced Kevin Baker as the new City of Shelbyville Fire Chief.
Minutes/July 17, 2014
Councilmember Page moved to approve the minutes of the July 17, 2014 meeting as read by council members prior to the meeting. Seconded by Councilmember Eaton.
All voted “aye” and motion carried.  
Ordinance/Levying Ad Valorem Property Taxes for the Calendar Year 2014 – 1st Reading – Judith Smith
Judith Smith, Office Administrator, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville levying Ad Valorem taxes for the 2014 calendar year.  The assessed value of real property will be 27.5 cents per $100.00.  The assessed value of personal property will be 35.4 cents per $100.00.  There will be a penalty of 10% and interest per annum after the due date.  The real property tax rate has been the same for the last 8 years.

It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Suttor.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.
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Municipal Order – Surplus Property – Steven Gregory  
City Attorney, Steven Gregory, read a Municipal Order declaring personal property of the City of Shelbyville as surplus property.  These items will be sold to the highest bidder.  (Mayor Hardesty has made any item of use to the Mt. Eden Fire Dept.).

Councilmember Page moved to approve the Municipal Order.  Seconded by Councilmember Andriot.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.

Ordinance/Levying Annual Assessment for the Clear Creek Subdivision Public Improvement Bonds – 1st Reading – Steven Gregory
Steven Gregory, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville levying the annual assessment on the Clear Creek Subdivision Public Improvement Bonds at $1,601.55 per lot.  There are 4 years remaining on the bonds.

It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Zoeller.  Seconded by Councilmember Swindler.
Public Comments

Dr. Frank Figg and his prayer group spoke in opposition of the ordinance.

After everyone had an opportunity to speak, City Attorney Steven Gregory advised council of their options.  They were to make a motion to take the matter under review to form an ordinance, vote on the issue or not to go further on this matter.

Councilmember Andriot moved to take no further action on a fairness ordinance.  Seconded by Councilmember Page.

The vote was 5 “ayes” and 1 “nay”.
