Ordinance No. 2014-12-18 - Establishing a Revised Schedule of Charges for the use of the Consolidated Municipal Waterworks and Sewer System of the Shelbyville Water and Sewer Commission – 2nd Reading – Steven Gregory
Steven Gregory, City Attorney, read the summary of an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville revising the rates and charges of the Municipal Waterworks and Sewer System.  The new rate increases will take effect on March 1, 2015.  The rate increase amounts to a 3.5% increase.  The last increase was 2 years ago.
