Minutes/Special Called Meeting January 8, 2015
Councilmember Page moved to approve the minutes of the January 8, 2015 Special Called Meeting as read by council members prior to the meeting.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.
All voted “aye” and motion carried.  
Ordinance No. 2015-02-05 - Zone Change Request Roberts and Smith 2, LLC, Breighton Circle – 1st Reading – Steven Gregory
Steven Gregory, City Attorney, read the summary of an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville relating to a zone change.  Ordinance adopts the finding of facts approved and recommendation by the Triple S Planning and Zoning Commission at its meeting on December 16, 2014 pertaining to an application of Roberts & Smith 2 LLC and approves the requested zone change from General Interchange X2 to Multi-Family Residential R4 for 15.05 acres of property located at the intersection of Breighton Circle and Brunerstown Road in the city limits of Shelbyville, KY.
1. If council takes no action after 90 days from Triple S recommendation, it would automatically take effect.

2. Call for a Hearing.

3. Make a vote on the matter based on the report provided by Triple S or you could also do the same hearing from additional individuals involved in the matter the applicants as well as the public.

Additional comments were heard last week from applicants and the public.
If there are substantial changes in the proposed ordinance, there would have to be a first reading again at another meeting.  The proposed ordinance accepts the findings of fact and recommendation of Triple S.

Mr. Kerry Magan, Engineer for Roberts & Smith asked the council to enact and pass the proposed ordinance.

Mayor Hardesty asked if anyone would like to speak for or against the project. 

· Mr. John Henry spoke against the project citing the Comprehensive Plan as his reason.

· Mr. Carroll Rice, Brunerstown Road, is opposed to the zone change.

· Ms. Mary McPhearson, Brunerstown Road, is opposed citing traffic concerns.

· Ms. Arlene Redinger, Brunerstown Road, is opposed citing traffic concerns.

· Mr. Coleman Groves, Brunerstown Road, is opposed citing traffic concerns, particularly accidents that could happen.

· Mr. Bill Stemler, Brunerstown Road, is opposed citing traffic concerns.

· Mr. Thomas Courtenay, Brunerstown Road, is opposed citing traffic concerns.

· Mr. Richard Redinger, Brunerstown Road, is opposed citing traffic concerns.

Mayor Hardesty opened the floor to council members for any discussion or questions of the applicants.

Councilmember Donna Eaton said the developer in his notes states these will be high end apartments.  Wanted to know if we already have high end apartments.

Kerry Magan responded, in his opinion, these apartments would meet or exceed anything that’s already in Shelby County.

Councilmember Zoeller stated he has spoken with a resident and a couple of realtors and they said there is a need for apartments.

Councilmember Frank Page questioned apartments bringing future development using the city of Frankfort as an example.  Kerry Magan responded by naming several locations that have apartment complexes and development increased in those areas.

Mr. Patrick Pollard, Pollard Realty in Oldham County, who is working with the developers spoke about a similar project in Oldham County that is doing well.  He strongly recommends and encourages the city to approve the zone change.

The ordinance was introduced for a first reading by Councilmember Zoeller.  Seconded by Councilmember Page.

Appointment – Valoise Owens to complete Neil Hackworth’s unexpired term on the Shelbyville Water Commission to June 30, 2017.

Mayor Hardesty recommended Valoise Owens to the Shelbyville Water Commission to fill Neil Hackworth’s unexpired term to June 30, 2017.

Councilmember Suttor moved to approve the appointment.  Seconded by Councilmember Swindler.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.

Appointment – Norris Beckley to Housing Authority for a four year term ending February 1, 2019.
Mayor Hardesty recommended Norris Beckley to the Housing Authority for a four year term ending February 1, 2019.

Councilmember Suttor moved to approve the appointment.  Seconded by Councilmember Swindler.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.

Re-appointment – Bobby Andriot to the E-911 Advisory Board for a three year term ending February 1, 2018.

Mayor Hardesty recommended Bobby Andriot be re-appointed to the E-911 Advisory Board for a three year term ending February 1, 2018.
Councilmember Page moved to approve the re-appointment.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

Katie Fussenegger of Tourism asked that council consider a restaurant tax.  Cities of the 4th and 5th class can pass this tax which could be from 1% to 3%.

Bryan Slone, Golf Pro, announced that Damon Hitti is their new employee.  Public Works has done some work on the course.  They are booking outings, selling season passes, and concessions received a 100% rating from the Health Department.

Fire Chief Kevin Baker reported the new fire truck should be here mid to late March.

Greg Butler, Republic Services, gave a report.  The alley at Magnolia will be picked up.  Phone calls are down.  Pick-ups going well so far.  They will do a route audit in February or March.  Councilmember Suttor was a previous customer and has been billed at the old rate.  Mr. Butler said this would be corrected.

Mayor Hardesty spoke with Mr. Nalley and he reported a lot of garbage in the recycle carts.  Councilmember Eaton asked for clarification on plastic containers.  Councilmember Zoeller asked if a postcard could be sent to citizens about what could be recycled.

Steve Gregory, City Attorney, encouraged council members to read any proposed ordinances and contact him with any questions.
