Minutes/March 19, 2015
Councilmember Page moved to approve the minutes of the March 19, 2015 meeting as read by council members prior to the meeting.  Seconded by Councilmember Swindler.
All voted “aye” and motion carried.  
Pinning Assistant Fire Chief – Fire Chief Kevin Baker introduced Doug Herndon as the new Assistant Fire Chief.  He has 16 years experience with the City of Shelbyville and a total of 34 years in fire service.  His new badge was pinned by his daughter.
Proclamation – Health & Fitness Day 2015
Mayor Hardesty declared April 11, 2015 as Health & Fitness Fun Day in the City of Shelbyville and urged all residents to participate in the Family Community Health Fair at Clear Creek Park Family Activity Center from 9:00 a.m. to noon on that day.

Proclamation – Earth Day 2015
Mayor Hardesty declared April 18, 2015 as Earth Day in the City of Shelbyville and urged all residents to participate in Earth Day activities at Red Orchard Park.

Ordinance No. 2015-04-16 – Amending the Pay Scale as set out in Ordinance No. 2013-12-19 for the City of Shelbyville Police Officers – 1st Reading

Steven Gregory, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville amending the pay scale as set out in Ordinance No. 2013-12-19 for the City of Shelbyville Police Officers.
At this time, the only change to this ordinance is Section 5(B) “Years of Service” from 7 years to 10 years of service.  (This ordinance will be back for its annual increase in December.)

It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Zoeller.  Seconded by Councilmember Eaton.

Ordinance No. 2015-04-16(A) – An Ordinance of the City of Shelbyville Amending the Pay Scale as set out in Ordinance No. 2013-12-19(A) for the City of Shelbyville Firefighters. – 1st Reading
Steven Gregory, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville amending the pay scale as set out in Ordinance No. 2013-12-19(A) for City of Shelbyville Firefighters.

At this time, the only change to this ordinance is in Section 5(B) “Years of Service” from 7 years to 10 years.  (This ordinance will be back in December for its annual increase.)

It was introduced to first reading by Councilmember Page.  Seconded by Councilmember Suttor.

Bid Approval – Salt Bin – Jennifer Herrell
Jennifer Herrell, City Engineer, recommended to council the bid of Quick Cover Building for the city’s new salt bin.  It will be an all-inclusive structure that includes an 8 foot designed solid concrete wall and foundation.  The Cost of the building is $80,400 and has a 10 year warranty.  It will house the 600 tons of salt we use.

Councilmember Andriot moved to approve the bid.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.

Public Comments
Brian Raisor complimented Public Works on cleaning city streets of snow during the last snow event.  In his opinion, city roads were in better condition than county and state roads.

Shawn Pickens, Shelbyville/Shelby County Parks, voiced his opinion in favor of the restaurant tax.  Several projects at the park could benefit from the tax such as the softball and baseball fields.

Department Reports
Shawn Pickens, Parks Director, reported the park is transitioning from the Cal Ripkin League to Little League.  Little League is associated with ESPN and the numbers are up this year.  Youth soccer is exploding.  As a matter of fact, all youth sports are looking good.  The Greenway Trail Phase 1 is getting close.  We are taking small steps on the playground.  We have 5,000 eggs for Bunny Day at Red Orchard Park this Saturday.

Jennifer Herrell, City Engineer, reported clean-up for city residents is April 13th thru April 17th.  She will have 20 rain barrels for Earth Day for residents to see how they work.  She also asked council to think about her proposed Stormwater Master Plan for the new budget year.
