Minutes August 6, 2015
Councilmember Zoeller moved to approve the minutes of the August 6, 2015 meeting as read by council members prior to the meeting.  Seconded by Councilmember Page.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.  
Announcement – Kelly McNew, Director – Shelby Prevention
Kelly McNew, Director of Shelby Prevention, announced a showing of “Impact after the Crash”.  This documentary explores the horrific Carrollton bus crash on May 14, 1988 that killed 27 people and injured others.  This will take place at Shelby Christian Church on September 3, 2015 at 6:00 p.m.  Admission is free.
Ordinance No. 2015-08-20 – Ordinance Levying Ad Valorem Property Taxes for the calendar year 2015 – 2nd Reading – Judith Smith, Office Administrator

Judith Smith, Office Administrator, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville levying the Ad Valorem Property Tax rate for 2015 at 27.5 cents per $100 on real property and 33.5 cents per $100 on personal property.
This is the tenth year with no increase.

It was introduced for second reading by Councilmember Zoeller.  Seconded by Councilmember Andriot.

Resolution No. 2015-08-20 – Department for Local Grant Funding for Main Street Rebranding Expenses to change name from Shelby Development Corporation to Shelby Main Street – Steven Gregory
Steven Gregory, City Attorney, read a resolution authorizing the City of Shelbyville to apply for grant funds through the Department of Local Government.  These funds will be used for programs in the community and economic development.  

Eilene Collins, Executive Director of Shelby Main Street, explained this money will be used to change the name from Shelby Development to Shelby Main Street.  It will be used for website design, banners, letterheads, business cards and other items.  This project is the responsibility of Shelby Main Street.

Councilmember Page moved to authorize Mayor Hardesty to sign all documents related to the Main Street Rebranding.  Seconded by Councilmember Swindler.

Presentation – Annual Compliance Report – Jennifer Herrell
Jennifer Herrell, City Engineer/Public Works Director, gave her annual compliance report on the MS4 Stormwater program.  There are 6 programs rolled into one.  Mrs. Herrell gave a briefing on public education/outreach, public participation, illicit discharge, construction site runoff control, post construction, and municipal operations.  The annual report itself has already been submitted to the State.

Department Reports
Jennifer Herrell, City Engineer/Public Works Director, reported footers have been put in for the new salt bin.  She partnered with Shelby County for salt this year.  We have 800 tons at a cost of $74.00/ton.  They finished putting sewer pipes in at Magnolia and Linden.  The 2015 paving list includes a lot of industrial roads this year.  Mosquito fogging will take place tonight.
Fire Chief Kevin Baker reported 50 more runs than this time last year.  They will be advertising 
for more recruits this year.  They purchased new uniforms.  Carlton Holbert has been promoted to Captain.

Bryan Slone, Golf Pro Manager, reported the loss of 4 maintenance workers.  They are busy with Jr. and Sr. High players.  They will host the annual Public Works Scramble.  Hole No. 16 is growing in.
