Invocation was given by Chris Platt.
All present pledged allegiance to the flag.
Minutes September 3, 2015
Councilmember Page moved to approve the minutes of the September 3, 2015 regular meeting as read by council members prior to the meeting.  Seconded by Councilmember Swindler.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.  
Ordinance No. 2015-09-17 - Amending the Position of Personnel Administrator – 2nd Reading – Steven Gregory
Steve Gregory, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville amending the position of Personnel Administrator to Human Resources Director.
It was introduced for second reading by Councilmember Suttor.  Seconded by Councilmember Page.  
Upon roll call, the following council members voted “aye”:  Andriot, Suttor, Swindler, and Page.  Absent:  Zoeller and Eaton.

Ordinance No. 2015-09-17(A) – An Ordinance Levying Annual Assessment for the Clear Creek Subdivision Public Improvement Bonds – 2nd Reading – Steven Gregory
Steven Gregory, City Attorney, read the summary of an ordinance for the City of Shelbyville levying the annual assessment on the Clear Creek Subdivision Public Improvement Bonds.  The 2016 assessment per lot amount is $1,808.46.  There are 2 years remaining on the bond.
It was introduced for second reading by Councilmember Swindler.  Seconded by Councilmember Andriot.

Upon roll call, the following council members voted “aye”: Andriot, Suttor, Swindler, and Page.  Absent: Zoeller and Eaton.
Ordinance No. 2015-10-08 – Enacting Text Amendments to the Zoning Regulations for Shelby County, Kentucky – 1st Reading – Steven Gregory
Steven Gregory, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville adopting Articles II and VI of the zoning regulations of the Triple S Planning and Zoning Commission. 

Councilmember Andriot cautioned council to be careful who gets a license because of alcoholism.

It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Suttor.  Seconded by Councilmember Swindler.

Ordinance No. 2015-10-08(A) – Amending a portion of Chapter 31 of the City of Shelbyville Code of Ordinances Chapter 31, Water and Sewer, Article 1, Division 5, Paragraph 31.060 to change local limits for Chloride from 2,500 mg/1 to 6,000 mg/1 – 1st Reading – Steven Gregory
Steven Gregory, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville amending Chapter 31 Water & Sewer, Article 1, Division 5, Paragraph 31.060 to change local limits for Chloride from 2,500 mg/1 to 6,000 mg/1.
Tom Doyle, Manager, reported these limits meet the Division of Water’s regulation.  There is no extra cost associated with the change.  This change creates more economic development in the community.

It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Page. Seconded by Councilmember Swindler.

Resolution No. 2015-09-17 – Approving an Interlocal Cooperation Agreement between the City of Shelbyville, KY and other parties thereto regarding the Kentucky Bond Cooperation – Steven Gregory, City Attorney
This resolution is an agreement which allows the City of Shelbyville to enter into an interlocal cooperation agreement with the Kentucky League of Cities Finance Program and the Program of the Kentucky Bond Cooperation in the funding of governmental purposes of public agencies in the Commonwealth of Kentucky.

This funding is to upgrade the Water Treatment Plant.

Councilmember Swindler moved to approve the Interlocal Agreement.  Seconded by Councilmember Page.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.  Absent:  Councilmembers Zoeller and Eaton.
Resolution No. 2015-09-17(A) – Approving a lease for the financing of a project and authorizing the execution of various documents relating to such lease. 

This resolution allows Mayor Hardesty to execute documents on behalf of the City of Shelbyville authorizing the lease of various documents relating to the upgrade of the Water Treatment Plant.

Councilmember Swindler moved to approve the resolution.  Seconded by Councilmember Suttor.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.  Absent: Councilmembers Zoeller and Eaton.
Bid Approval – Street Paving Contract – Jennifer Herrell
Jennifer Herrell, Public Works Director/City Engineer, reported the bids received on the 2015 Street Resurfacing Project.  Three bids were received.  Mrs. Herrell recommended Mac Construction for a total of $189,447.50.  Mac Construction was the winning bidder for 2014.
Councilmember Suttor moved to approve the bid from Mac Construction.  Seconded by Councilmember Page.

All voted “aye”.  Absent:  Councilmembers Zoeller and Eaton.
Approval for No Parking on Greenwood Court (Ref. Ordinance 40.137) – Mayor Hardesty
Mayor Hardesty explained to council that Greenwood Court is a narrow street and garbage trucks are having trouble getting down the street.  Fire Chief Kevin Baker and Public Works Director Jennifer Herrell have checked out the street.  If an emergency arose, it would be hard to get an emergency vehicle down the street with cars parked on both sides of the street.  He is recommending no parking on the street.
After discussion, Mrs. Herrell will send “No Parking” notification to prepare residents that effective October 1, 2015 there will be no parking allowed on the street.  However, there will be no parking this Tuesday to allow for garbage pick-up.  

Councilmember Page moved to approve the recommendation.  Seconded by Councilmember Andriot.

Clear Creek Greenway Phase 1 Award Recommendation – Clay Cottongim, Parks 
Department
