Minutes/Public Hearing August 20, 2015 and Regular Meeting August 20, 2015
Councilmember Page moved to approve the minutes of the Public Hearing August 20, 2015 and regular meeting August 20, 2015 as read by council members prior to the meeting.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

Ordinance/Amending the Position of Personnel Administrator – 1st Reading – Steven Gregory
Steven Gregory, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville amending the position of Personnel Administrator to Human Resources Director.  This ordinance was last amended on February 2, 1993.
It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Suttor.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.
Ordinance/Levying Annual Assessment for the Clear Creek Subdivision Public Improvement Bonds – 1st Reading – Steven Gregory
Steven Gregory, City Attorney, read an ordinance levying the annual assessment for the Clear Creek Subdivision Public Improvement Bonds.  The annual assessment per lot is $1,808.46.

It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Zoeller.  Seconded by Councilmember Swindler.
Discussion – Triple S Planning Commission’s Recommendation on Proposed Text Amendments in the city’s zoning regulations to include breweries, brewpubs, distilleries, micro-breweries, and micro-distilleries.
City Attorney, Steven Gregory, explained to council their options regarding the proposed text amendments on the city’s zoning regulations.  The recommendations are the council’s recommendations sent to Triple S Planning and Zoning.  The options are: (1) Do nothing and the recommendations go into effect in 90 days (2) Create an Ordinance or (3) Send back to Triple S Planning and Zoning for changes.

Fire Chief Kevin Baker reported they are in the midst of EMT training.  The department submitted a grant to the State Fire Marshall for cargo containers.  They made the first cut.  A 30 second ad will run at the movie theatre for volunteers.  Runs are up due to medical runs.
Bryan Slone, Golf Pro Manager, reported the Junior PGA Program is going very well.  Mayor Hardesty received a letter complimenting the golf staff.
Fred Rogers, Historic District Coordinator, reported the $40,000 the council put in the budget for the Façade Grant has turned into $350,000 of property improvements.

Barry Edington, Code Enforcement, reported the house at 915 Bland Ave. has been demolished.
