Special Called Council Meeting – October 29, 2015

Invocation was given by Rev. Les Harris, Greater Tabernacle Baptist Church
All present pledged allegiance to the flag.
Minutes Special Called Meeting October 8, 2015
Councilmember Suttor moved to approve the minutes of the Special Called Meeting of October 8, 2015 as read by councilmembers prior to the meeting.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.
All voted “aye” and motion carried.

Request for a Revision to the Planning and Zoning Regulations – 622 Project – Travis White

Travis White addressed council as a small business owner wanting a zone change for his property located at 622 Main Street.  He is proposing a restaurant, retail space, small business center, storage units, and an upstairs loft at this location.
Mr. White is seeking a change in the zoning regulations to allow this project to move forward.  City Council would have to recommend amending the text to Triple S Planning and Zoning to allow this change in the central business district.

Jennifer Herrell, City Engineer, will get with Mr. White to determine what his needs are for this project and discuss with Ryan Libke at Triple S Planning and Zoning.

Proclamation – November 13, 2015 Pancreatic Cancer Awareness Day
Mayor Hardesty declared November 13, 2015 as Pancreatic Cancer Awareness Day in the City of Shelbyville and encouraged residents to support cancer research.

Resolution – Authorizing the Mayor to enter into an Agreement with the Kentucky Office of Homeland Security – Steven Gregory
Councilmember Page moved to allow Mayor Hardesty to enter into an agreement with the Kentucky Office of Homeland Security to execute all documents relating to the purchase of equipment and/or services for a Kentucky Office Homeland Security grant.
The City of Shelbyville received a Kentucky Office Homeland Security grant for the Police Department in the amount of $34,000 and the Fire Department in the amount of $14,000.  Seconded by Councilmember Swindler.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.

Ordinance No. 2015-10-29(B) Establishing a Restaurant Tax and Providing Assessment and Collection in Accordance with the Provisions of KRS.91A.400 – 2nd Reading – Steven Gregory
Steven Gregory, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville imposing a 3% tax on all restaurant establishments in the City of Shelbyville.  The Tourism Commission shall retain 50% and the City of Shelbyville shall retain 50% to be used for the tourism related “quality of life” initiatives in the City of Shelbyville.

Several citizens spoke in opposition of this tax.  They were Kim Ellis, Ed Yocum, Brian Perry, Roy Smith, Craig Bitzer, and Darrell Taylor.  Residents who spoke in favor of the tax were Fielding Ballard, Quintin Biagi, and Eilene Collins.

Councilmember Zoeller introduced it for a second reading.  The motion dies for lack of a second.

Councilmember Andriot moved to table the ordinance.  Seconded by Councilmember Suttor.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.
Ordinance 2015-10-29 – Pertaining to the Joint Human Rights Commission as it relates to Shelbyville, Kentucky – 2nd Reading – Steven Gregory
Steven Gregory, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville repealing the current Human Rights Commission Ordinance and establishing a new ordinance that reduces the number from 11 to 7 members and allows the commission to meet once a quarter.  This ordinance will be identical to Shelby County Fiscal Court and the Simpsonville City Council ordinances.

Members from the audience speaking against this ordinance were:  Janice Harris, Bill Young, Joyce Fitzgerald, Doug Butler, Fielding Ballard, Rev. Ronald Holder, Mari Mjuica and Leslie McBride.  There was no one who spoke in favor of the ordinance.

After much discussion, Councilmember Swindler moved to table the ordinance.  Seconded by Councilmember Suttor.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.

Ordinance No. 2015-10-29(A) – Amending Chapters 70 and 71 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Shelbyville relating to Building and Housing Regulations – 2nd Reading – Steven Gregory
Steven Gregory, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville relating to building and housing regulations.

We are adding the electrical fees to the ordinance and striking out the year on the International Property Maintenance Code so we will follow the most recent addition.

It was introduced for second reading by Councilmember Suttor.  Seconded by Councilmember Andriot.

Upon roll call, the following councilmembers voted “aye”: Andriot, Zoeller, Eaton, Suttor, Swindler, and Page.

Bid Approval – City Vehicle – Mayor Hardesty

Mayor Hardesty reported the bid for a pool vehicle from Chrysler was for a 2016 Dodge Journey in the amount of $23,220.00.  It was the only bid we received.

Councilmember Page moved to approve the bid.  Seconded by Councilmember Swindler.
