Minutes September 17, 2015
Councilmember Suttor moved to approve the minutes of the September 17, 2015 council meeting as read by council members prior to the meeting.  Seconded by Councilmember Swindler.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.  
Ordinance No. 2015-10-08 – Enacting Text Amendments to the Zoning Regulations for Shelby County, Kentucky – 2nd Reading – Steven Gregory
Steven Gregory, City Attorney, read the summary of an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville adopting Articles II and VI of the zoning regulations of the Triple S Planning and Zoning Commission.
Councilmember Page introduced for a second reading.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

Upon roll call, the following councilmembers voted “aye”: Andriot, Zoeller, Eaton, Suttor, Swindler, and Page.

Ordinance No. 2015-10-08(A) – Amending a portion of Chapter 31 of the City of Shelbyville Code of Ordinances Chapter 31, Water and Sewer, Article 1, Division 5, Paragraph 31.060 to change local limits for Chloride from 2,500 mg/1 to 6,000 mg/1 – 2nd Reading – Steven Gregory
Steven Gregory, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville amending Chapter 31 Water & Sewer, Article 1, Division 5, Paragraph 31.060 to change local limits for Chloride from 2,500 mg/1 to 6,000 mg/1.
Tom Doyle, Manager, explained these limits meet the Division of Water’s regulation.  There is no cost associated with this change.  It creates more economic development in the community.
It was introduced for second reading by Councilmember Swindler. Seconded by Councilmember Page.

Ordinance – Amending Chapters 70 and 71 of the Shelbyville Code of Ordinances relating to Building and Housing Regulations – 1st Reading – Steven Gregory
Steve Gregory, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville relating to building and housing regulations.

We are adding the electrical inspection fees to the ordinance and striking out the year on the International Property Maintenance Code so we will follow the most recent edition.

Councilmember Zoeller moved to introduce for a first reading.  Seconded by Councilmember Suttor.

Municipal Order No. 2015-10-08 – Authorizing the Mayor to enter into a Contract with Craig Bitzer Co. Inc. – Steven Gregory
Councilmember Page moved to authorize Mayor Hardesty to enter into a contract with Craig Bitzer Co. Inc. to provide electrical inspection services for the City of Shelbyville.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.

Proclamation – Daughters of the American Revolution Day of Service

Mayor Hardesty declared October 11, 2015 as Daughters of the American Revolution Day of Service in City of Shelbyville.
Ordinance – Joint Human Rights Commission as it relates to Shelbyville – 1st Reading – Steven Gregory
Steven Gregory, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville repealing the current Human Rights Commission Ordinance and establishing a new ordinance that reduces the number from 11 to 7 members and allows the commission to meet once a quarter.  This ordinance will be identical to Shelby County Fiscal Court and Simpsonville City Council ordinances.
Those in the audience speaking in opposition to the reduced board were Leslie McBride, Patrick King, members of Kentuckians for the Commonwealth, Janice Harris, President, NAACP and others.

It was introduced for a first reading by Councilmember Zoeller.  Seconded by Councilmember Page.

Ordinance – Establishing a Restaurant Tax and providing Assessment and Collection in Accordance with the Provisions of KRS 91A.400 – 1st Reading – Steven Gregory

Steven Gregory, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville imposing a 3% tax on all restaurant establishments in the City of Shelbyville.  The Tourism Commission shall retain 50% and the City of Shelbyville shall retain 50% to be used for tourism related “quality of life” initiatives in the City of Shelbyville.

There were several citizens who spoke in opposition of the restaurant tax.
Councilmember Zoeller introduced for first reading.  Seconded by Councilmember Page.

Eilene Collins, Executive Director, Shelby Main, reported they received a $5,000 grant for rebranding from Department of Local Government. Jennifer Herrell, City Engineer, Public Works Director, reported Tom Wright, Superintendent of Public Works, received the 2015 Employee of the Year award.  The Household Hazardous Waste Event will be October 10th from 9:00 a.m. – 2:00 p.m.  Handed out 110 dog poop bag dispensers at the Woofstock Event at Red Orchard Park.

Fire Chief Kevin Baker reported they were awarded a $14,000 grant from the Office of Homeland Security for digital radios.  We have begun inspections on the fire trucks.  Brandon Woods has been promoted to Sargent.  A new volunteer recruitment class began on November 4th.

Tom Doyle, Manager, Water & Sewer Commission, reported letters sent out to customers on the Chloramine conversion for December 1st.  Advertisement for bids on the new storage tank on Prospect St. is coming up.  We will also be demolishing the old tank by Commonwealth Bank.
