Minutes Regular Meeting January 21, 2016
Councilmember Page moved to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of January 21, 2016 as read by council members prior to the meeting.  Seconded by Councilmember Swindler.
All voted “aye” and motion carried.

Ordinance/Enacting and Adopting a Supplement to the Code of Ordinances of the City of Shelbyville, Kentucky – 1st Reading – Steven Gregory
Steven Gregory, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville whereas American Legal Publishing of Cincinnati, OH has completed the 2015-S18 supplement to the Code of Ordinances of the City of Shelbyville.

It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Suttor.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

Ordinance/Changing the Personnel Policies and Procedures Part II B. Newly Employed Personnel and Part III A. Orientation Period – 1st Reading, Steven Gregory

Steven Gregory, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville amending Part II “Orientation of Newly Employed Personnel” to add “Police Officer Recruits will have an orientation period of twenty four (24) months from date of hire and in Part III “except for Police Officer Recruits who will have an orientation period of twenty-four (24) months from date of hire”.

It was introduced for first reading by Councilmember Page.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

Public Comments

Travis White with Project 622 addressed council to answer any questions regarding his storage units.  They had none.

Geoffrey McGillen – Remembered his father-in-law, William Shannon, who lived on Main Street for 62 ½ years and kept clippings in sets of notebooks on Shelbyvillians.  He had close to 1500 pictures in his collection.

Department Reports

Jennifer Herrell, Public Works Superintendent/Engineer, reported there will be two public meetings on the Stormwater Master Plan.  One meeting will be at City Hall on Tuesday, March 22nd and one meeting at Fire Station No. 2 on Tuesday, March 29th to discuss stormwater drainage concerns.  Both meetings will start at 7:00 p.m.  They are working on a web based program to track different types of work performed at Public Works.
Mary Hayes-Smith introduced Candice Selph as the new Human Resources Director who will replace her in August.

Eilene Collins, Executive Director, Shelby Main, reported the rebranding is going well.  They are transitioning from Celebration of Lights to Jubilee.

Fire Chief Kevin Baker reported the recruit class was tested in search and rescue in the city owned house on Washington Street.  They are addressing the diesel exhaust and Carbon Monoxide problem in the stations.  They were awarded a 50% matching fire grant from the Kentucky Fire Commission for thermal imaging cameras.  The capital improvements for Station No. 1 are complete.  Most of the work was done by the department.  KSP conducted a class on illicit drug use that was attended by the staff and volunteers.
Police Chief Danny Goodwin reported they have re-hired Officers Bill White and Nick Fiscante.  Officer Toby Lewis saved a life on his way home in Taylorsville.  The department participated in the “Drive Sober-Get Pulled Over” campaign.  In 2015, calls for service through dispatch were 13,941.
