Steven Gregory, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville whereas American Legal Publishing of Cincinnati, OH has completed the 2015-S18 supplement to the Code of Ordinances of the City of Shelbyville.

Steven Gregory, City Attorney, read an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville amending Part II “Orientation of Newly Employed Personnel” to add “Police Officer Recruits will have an orientation period of twenty four (24) months from date of hire and in Part III “except for Police Officer Recruits who will have an orientation period of twenty-four (24) months from date of hire”.

Department Reports

Jennifer Herrell, Public Works Superintendent/Engineer, reported during the winter weather with all the snow she would like to thank the Fire, Police, and Public Works Departments for an amazing job they have done.  Salt bin holds approximately 800 tons of salt and so far they have used around 375 tons of salt.  The Stormwater Master Plan meetings will be held on March 22nd and March 29th.  Jennifer encourages everyone to come to one if not both.  She is going to have a booth for the Stormwater Program at the Chamber of Commerce Community Showcase, and will have one of the maps, the overall map, so the community can look at it and try to get their interest.
Councilmember Swindler asked if the salt bin with the 800 tons is where she would like the inventory to be held.  Jennifer stated yes.

Candice Selph, Human Resources Director, reported she is training with Mary before she retires on August 1, 2016.

Bryan Slone, WHGC, reported golf rounds are up by 10% from last year.  In January, he went through the PGA Certification Program and completed it to elevate the PGA Membership.  He is working on the upcoming events for the year.  The golf course will be hosting several state events and amateur events.  These events are welcoming to bring families into Shelbyville.  Keeping the clubhouse safe and ready for inspections.  Business as usual.
