All present pledged allegiance to the flag.

Minutes/April 7, 2016 
Mayor Hardesty advised that the wording in the Resolution regarding Sonoco be changed from the word to to the word by.
Councilmember Page moved to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of April 7, 2016 as read by council members prior to the meeting.  Seconded by Councilmember Zoeller.

All voted “aye” and motion carried.
Resolution #2016-04-21 
A resolution requesting that the Triple S Planning Commission hold a public hearing and make a recommendation for amending the Shelbyville zoning regulations to allow for a conditional use designation permitting self-storage facilities to be placed in the central business district – Steven Gregory, City Attorney.
Mayor Hardesty informed councilmembers that Mr. White was unable to make the meeting and wants to drop the resolution.  The Council decided to table the resolution.

Councilmember Suttor moved to table the discussion.  Seconded by Councilmember Swindler.

Regulations and Violations/Presentation 
Triple S Planning and Zoning Commission – Ryan Libke.  They have turned to the City to see if Code Enforcement could help Triple S Planning in enforcing some of these regulations.  They want to change the zoning regulations from a criminal matter to a civil  offense, which would mean they would go before the Code Enforcement Board instead of the Courts.  Commission Attorney Stuart Ulferts and Chairman George Best are also present to discuss the regulations.  They have discussed this with Mayor Hardesty and Councilmember Jon Swindler and seemed interested in the idea.  Ryan Libke indicated there would only be two or three violations a year.  Commission Attorney Stuart Ulferts stated there would be a minimum fine and a maximum fine.  The type of offenses you would be looking at is signage, add-ons to buildings, parking lots, etc.  Citations would be issued.  They could appeal the citation from Code Enforcement to District Court. The procedure for taking care of the planning and zoning regulations would be the same steps as the City’s Code Enforcement policy.  Commission Attorney Ulferts and City Attorney, Steven Gregory, will be working on an ordinance to present to city council.
Ordinance #2016-04-21 – An Ordinance of the City of Shelbyville Amending the Position of City Administrator – 2nd Reading – Steven Gregory

Steven Gregory, City Attorney, read the summary of an ordinance of the City of Shelbyville amending the position of City Administrator.  This position shall have supervision over all municipal employees either directly or through subordinate supervisors.

It was introduced for second reading by Councilmember Suttor.  Seconded by Councilmember Page.

Ordinance #2016-04-21(A)– An Ordinance of the City of Shelbyville Amending the Pay Scale as set out in Ordinance #2015-04-16(A) for the City of Shelbyville Firefighters - 2nd Reading – Steven Gregory

Steven Gregory, City Attorney, read the summary of an ordinance amending the pay scale for the City of Shelbyville Firefighters.  This ordinance amends Sections 2, 3, and 6 of Ordinance No. 2015-04-16(A).
It was introduced for second reading by Councilmember Page.  Seconded by Councilmember Eaton.

Upon roll call, the following Councilmembers voted “aye”:  Page, Swindler, Suttor, Eaton, Zoeller and Andriot.

Ordinance #2016-04-21(B) – An Ordinance of the City of Shelbyville Creating the Position of Administrative Assistant to the Chief of Police – 2nd Reading – Steven Gregory
Steven Gregory, City Attorney, read the summary of an ordinance creating the position of Administrative Assistant to the Chief of Police.  Appointment to this class is made by the Mayor upon the recommendation of the Chief of Police.  This involves direct contact with the Chief of Police and Mayor in compilation of reports and projects for the department.

It was introduced for second reading by Councilmember Zoeller.  Seconded by Councilmember Eaton.

Upon roll call, the following Councilmembers voted “aye”:  Andriot, Zoeller, Eaton, Suttor, Swindler and Page.

Public Comments
Mr. Justin Seoul representative for Shelbyville/Simpsonville Tourism Board regarding the most recent financial statements from 2015.  We are weeks away on putting the plains on the Welcome to Shelbyville sign that was built a couple of years ago – the one next to Walgreens.  Completed the 5 successful sales mission on group and international markets sales for businesses.  Community Cook-out on May 4, 2016 from 11:30 to 1:30 p.m.  Donations accepted and money to be given to the Back pack program.    
Mr. Atkinson spoke regarding the audit of Shelby County Tourism.  He reported that they had a clean audit. He will no longer be doing their financial audits.  He left a pamphlet for Mayor Hardesty to look over.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS 
Mary Smith, Personnel Administrator – Mary Smith advised council that we had received 97 applications for the positions of Administrative Assistants, 46 for Mayor’s and 51 for the Chief of Police.   There were 39 employees who took the defensive driver training.  She wanted to thank FF Cameron Canan and FF Dewayne Davis for putting it together.  On May 28, 2016, project graduation is looking for more volunteers to help them on that evening.

Jennifer Herrel, Director Public Works/City Engineer – Jennifer Herrel talked about the two meeting with the Storm water master plan.  Application for Grant for Household Hazardous Materials is being applied for.  Kentucky Division of Water, MS4 permit report.  Shelbyville clean-up was a success.  Business as usual.

Fred Rogers, Historic District Coordinator - Matching funds for public in private sector would be $6.00 for every $1.00.  Fred also mentioned that signage is important for business.  The Mayor wants to set up a committee to work with Ryan Libke and volunteered Fred Rogers and Mr. Andriot to help with the project.   

Fire Chief Baker – Chief Baker wants to thank the council for their approval for the firefighters salary raises.  Firefighter Adam Brown and Beth Williams were granted a grant for Fire Prevention in the amount of $2,497.00. Training Center is being revamped and facility is almost done.  Instead of firefighters traveling for training classes, they can now train at the new facility.
